I. Minutes from the September 10, 2008 meeting were approved unanimously by the Committee.
II. Changes to Guidelines to Reflect Practice:  Fulks to update GPC procedures document for approval at next meeting.  McDaniel spoke about course change requests; originally every change request required submitting a revised syllabus.  Practice has evolved to only requiring a syllabus when substantial changes are made to that syllabus. Roberts moved to support this change in practice; Hamlin seconded the motion.  
Chase moved that once the amendment is approved by the committee, that the most recent version of the syllabus be filed with the Registrar’s Office electronically.  Hamlin seconded this motion with the committee approving unanimously.  A syllabus is not required to be submitted prior to the GPC meeting for course change requests unless there is a substantive change to that syllabus.
Lowe asked if the Provost’s Memorandum regarding disabilities clause would change current practices of GPC.
