 Regulations are approved by the General Counsel’s office.

B. Dr. Donna Chamely-Wiik- Undergraduate Research Certificate

 The certificate requires 12 credit hours of Coursework and Presentation 

 Faculty can encourage students who are conducting research and inquiry to apply for 

the Certificate.
