1. The UFS meeting was called to order by Dr. Kim Dunn at 1:00pm. The meeting was held on

a. After discussion, the majority of Senators passed the Faculty Senate Resolution on 

Tenure Regulation. There were three nay votes.

a. Ryan Britton and Christine Shaw – Government Relations 

o On odd years, the legislative session is from March through May and even years from 

January through March.  

o We submit requests to the Board of Governors in the summer.  

o The Board of Governors funds pillars of excellence, pre-eminent, and universities of 

distinction. They asked for $150 million for pre-eminent and $87 million for 

universities of distinction.

b. Jennifer Bebergal, Brittanney Adelmann & Jay Mireles-James – QEP LeArning 

Reimagined 

o With a focus on student success, this QEP will expand the Learning Assistant (LA) 

model across the curriculum, transforming teaching through student-centered 

collaborative learning. 

o This QEP will assist faculty in discovering techniques and developing evidence based 

practices that include the use of undergraduate Learning Assistants (Las) to facilitate 

collaborative learning in the classroom. 

o During this academic year, we will establish QEP development committee and work
