12. Open Forum with the Provost 
• Provost Ivy asked Maura Flaschner, Executive Director for Undergraduate Admissions, to

• Provost Ivy announced that we are about to engage in two Dean searches – (1) College 
of Medicine, and (2) College of Nursing.  

• Provost Ivy announced that in the Office of the Provost, Linda Johnson, who serves as 
Associate Vice President of the Broward Campuses, will be stepping down at the end of 
semester. We will be doing an internal search for that replacement. 

• Provost Ivy gave an update on compliance with core courses and general education BOG 
regulations; core courses need to be aligned effective fall 2024 and the university 
General Education courses need to be aligned effective fall 2025.

Palestinians are being subjected to genocide. Provost Ivy responded by saying that he 
would bring up Dr. Morse’s question to the Executive Leadership Team (ELT).
