Application will require applicant to submit: 
• Official transcripts including all undergraduate coursework and evidence of 

bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited college or university (3.0 GPA 
required)

• Personal Statement outlining interest in the program
• Resume
• Two letters of recommendation that highlight the candidate's academic 

potential

• Any additional requirements for the degree for which you are applying that are 
listed on the application

& Instruction for a decision.
