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The Education Specialist Degree (Ed.S.) in Curriculum and Instruction (33 credits) is designed for students who wish 

to continue graduate studies beyond the Master’s (M.Ed.) degree but do not desire the Doctor of Education degree (Ph.D.), 

which requires additional courses and a research dissertation. A student can take no more than 1/3 of the total credits in this 

program as a non-degree student before being officially admitted to the program.
