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Termination of BS to MS Dual Desree Program Addendum 

The College of Nursing Is recommending termination of the Dual Degree Program. The BS to MS 

Program was designed to offer a unique opportunity to study nursing at an advanced level. The 

curriculum was designed for RNs to achieve both a BSN and MS in nursing in a shorter time tha n it 
would normally take to earn both degrees. 

Currently the curriculum allows for 15 hours ofopen nursing electives in Phase \I ofthe program plan. 

Based on the preferred Masters Track, students were able to complete up to 12 credits hours of 
graduate level work to meet the undergraduate nursing elective requirement as outlined below:

As a result of recent changes In the American Association of Colleges ofNursing (MCN) Masters 

Essentials, 9 ofthe 15 credits must now be completed as the following required undergraduate courses:

As a result of these changes, the a5-MS Dual Degree option no longer provides students an opportunity 

to earn both degrees in a significantly shorter time than it would normally take to earn both degrees. 

In addition, our recent external program reviewer recommended that the college reduce the number of 

programs offered to more efficiently utilize faculty and resources.

'Ievel courses) and all requirements for the master's program wltti .peolalty 
preparatl<)O of the studl~mrs choice. The dual degree option requires a minimum of 70 credits with at least 30 credlt$ of post­
baacalaureale work. All current M.S. specialty tracks are available 10 the B.S.N.IM.S, student; however, admission Into the,dual degree 
does. not gU!ll'$ntee admission Into Ihe limited 800088 Nurse Practitioner tracks. 

Prerequisite Coursework for Transfer Students . 
Students tranafemng to FlorIda Atlantic University must complete both lower·dlvlslon requirements (Including the reqUirements of the 
Intelleotual Foundations Prcgra""!) and requirements for the oollege and major. Lower-division requirements may be completed through 
til" A.A. degree from any Florida publlo 00lleg8, unlv&rslty or community oollege or through equivalent coursework at another 
regionally' 8ccredlted Institution. Before transfelTlng and to ensure timely progress toward the baccalaureate degree, 8tudente must 
also (lomplete ille pr&requlslte courses for their major as outlined In the Transfer 8tudentManus/ (see www.fau.edulregistrarltsm.php).

2. Students will first apply to the B,S.N. program and are considered undergraduates until B.S.N.-Ievel requirements are met. 

3. Students may study full or part time. 

4. A speclfic course applies to only one of the degree programs. 

6. StudenbJ apply to the M.S. progrem after completing the first three courses In the sequence listed below. Nurse Practitioner 
applicants. have additional required courses. See track dlJsoriptlons for details. M.s.-level admission Is granted pending succeSSful 
completion 01 upper-division nursing courses wHh a grade of "B" or better. A GPA of 3.0 Is required for admiSsion to the master's 
program. Students who do not have iii GPA of 3.0 must take the Graduate Record Examination (GRE). StUdents complete all 
requirements for the M.S. traok of their cholc9. IndIvidual advisement Is required. 

6. Students chOOSing to "opt out" of the program before completion of the M.S. program or who are n01 accepted into the M.S. program 
can oomplete the B.S.N. by satisfying all current requirements for the RN to B.S.N. program.
