The Department of English is proposing to 1) make LIN 6107: History of the English Language (HOTEL) an optional course instead of 
a requirement and 2) waive the foreign language requirement for students who take LIN 6107 (in other words, add LIN 6107 as a 
language requirement). 

Rationale: 
1) We are making LIN 6107 an optional course in order to give students more flexibility to take classes in their area of 
concentration. 
2) We would like to revise our language requirements by adding another option for students, the formal study of the workings of 
language as language or LIN 6107. If graduate students are in a field where they need a foreign language, we will advise them to 
take Reading for Research or one of the other options for foreign language acquisition. HOTEL will be an option for students whose 
field does not necessarily need a foreign language. We are not eliminating the foreign language requirement but rather offering an 
additional option. LIN 6107 is a course that expects students to pay explicit attention to how language works; it teaches a scientific 
approach to language. We thus believe it makes sense to add this as a "language option." Students who opt to take LIN 6107 as 
their language requirement can also count this course toward their degree.
