NOTICE OF PROPOSED EMERGENCY RULE

RULE TITLE: TUITION, FEE SCHEDULE AND PERCENTAGE OF COST

RULE NO.: 6C5-ER-02-2 (6C5-8.001)

SPECIFIC REASONS FOR FINDING AN IMMEDIATE DANGER TO THE PUBLIC HEALTH

SAFETY, OR WELFARE:  On May 16, 2002, the Florida Legislature enacted the General Appropriations Act for the fiscal year commencing on July 1, 2002.

The Governor signed the Act into law on June 5, 2002.  Proviso language in the Act authorizes University Boards of Trustees to increase fees beyond the increases established by the Legislature for the 2002-03 fiscal year as follows: (1) an additional increase of up to 5% in the matriculation (in-state) fee for graduate students and law students; and (2) an additional increase of up to 10% in the out-of-state (matriculation plus non-resident) fee for undergraduate students, graduate students, and law students.  

The Florida Atlantic University Board of Trustees must exercise

its authority immediately; otherwise, the University cannot properly

perform budgetary planning and administer its budget for the fiscal year that commences July 1, 2002.  Consequently, the University must proceed with the rule authorizing the tuition and fee increases on an emergency basis.

REASONS FOR CONCLUDING THAT THE PROCEDURE USED IS FAIR UNDER THE

CIRCUMSTANCES:  The Florida Atlantic University (FAU) Board of Trustees

will consider the proposed Emergency Rule for approval at its meeting on Monday, June 24, 2002.  The Finance Committee of the Board of Trustees considered the increases in tuition at its meeting on June 17, 2002.  The meeting was publicly noticed and attended by students affected by the proposed increases.  All students present at the meeting were permitted to comment and engaged in discussion with the Trustees present at the meeting.

Upon approval of the rule by the FAU Board of Trustees, this rule will be noticed in The Boca Raton News, The Sun-Sentinel, The Palm Beach Post, The Port St. Lucie Tribune, The Port St. Lucie News, The Stuart News and The Jupiter Courier, which are newspapers of general circulation in the affected area.  

The full text of the rule will be posted on FAU's website at www.fau.edu/admin/fiscal/controller and will be disseminated by University-wide e-mail sent to current students, staff and faculty.  In addition, the full text of the rule will be available upon request to Dennis Crudele, Associate Vice President for Financial Affairs, who can be contacted at (561) 297-3266, or via e-mail at crudele@fau.edu.  The University will commence development of a permanent rule for approval by the FAU Board of Trustees at a meeting that will be held in the Summer or Fall of 2002.

SUMMARY OF THE RULE:  The emergency rule increases the matriculation

(in-state) fee for graduate students by 5% above the matriculation fee

increases established by the Legislature for the 2002-03 fiscal year.  The rule also increases the out-of-state (matriculation plus non-resident) fee for undergraduate and graduate students by 10% above the out-of-state fee increases established by the Legislature for 2002-03 fiscal year.
