The program has no faculty. All students in this degree program will be
moved into the combined Interdisciplinary Studies Arts and Humanities
degree and will be notified of the change by email.

According to FAU's Insitutitional Analysis and Effectiveness website, 44
students were awarded this degree last year: 1 Asian, 13 African-American,
9 Hispanic, 21 white; 33 women and 11 men.
