• Both Devin Singletary (third round) and Kerrith Whyte (seventh round) were 
drafted in the NFL Draft

• Harrison Bryant was named the 2019 John Mackey Award winner, given to the 
nation’s top tight end 

• Harrison Bryant was a unanimous All-American selection - marking the second 
consecutive season Bryant has earned All-America honors 

• Natalliah Whyte was the first FAU Track & Field Athlete to qualify for NCAA 
Outdoor Track & Field Championships and earned All-America honors for her 
finish in the 100m dash

• Women’s Soccer coach, Patrick Baker (2018, 2019), and Baseball coach, John 
McCormack (2019) were both named C-USA Coach of the Year

• Baseball Coach John McCormack also earned his 400th career win 
• Dusty May led the men’s basketball team to its best record since 2010-11 season 

and is currently tracking for another successful season. Coach May is currently 
the winningest coach in program history and his first season (2018-19) was the 
most successful season in the history of FAU Men’s Basketball for a first          
year head coach.
