The committee continued its discussion of core revision starting from Category 4, Foundations of Society and Human Behavior.  Tim stated that this category needs to be clearly differentiated from the natural sciences, so he suggested new wording.  Ed said that he would incorporate it into the new draft.  Eric stated that the Arts and Letters UPC discussed the proposal and suggested merging categories 5 and 6.  Discussion ensued and the committee agreed that 5 and 6 should be combined and renamed Foundations of Identity and Pluralism. There would be three sub-categories under it: Western World, Non-Western World, and Multicultural.  Eric suggested, and the committee agreed to, renaming category 7 to Foundations of Creative Expression. On Jerry’s recommendation, Ed will also add to the document a statement that 36 credit hours are required in the core.  After the meeting, Ed revised the proposal and sent it to the committee, asking for comments before sending it to the faculty on Monday.  
Meeting adjourned 11:52 p.m.
As of this date, Eric emailed Ed and suggested further changes to category 5.  He suggested renaming it Foundations in Global Citizenship/Citizenry or Foundations in World Citizenship/Citizenry.  He prefers the first, as it reflects the goals/projected outcomes of Category 5.  Ed emailed the committee, stating that he would incorporate Eric’s ideas, unless there are objections from other members.
