1) Traffic & Parking – Related that a representative from Traffic & Parking will be joining us with our committee
2) Sarah Fannin is close to completing emissions inventory but not was not available for complete update

3) Earth Day –  
a) Housing is promoting “Move it out, don’t throw it out”; discussing possible tree planting, hour of awareness  and door hangs.

b) Campus Cleanup – Jose Herrera is working on this for FAU and John Hardman will work with Henderson School to set up volunteers.

c) Azita recommended creating zones for different areas of the campus.

d) Jose (Civic Engagement) hopes to obtain 100 T-Shirts. To be given to the first 100 students who volunteer.

e) Working with Tri-Rail on how to promote ridership program and tie this to Earth Day
f) John mentioned that many vendors have been contacted to participate on Earth Day activities.

4) Communication – John presented slides to demonstrate the “Essential Principles of Communication”.  A draft of this presentation will be sent to all committee members. It was mentioned that the Mission Green website should be utilized for communication
5) Shannon discussed:
a) The Mission Green campaign needs to be promoted with new students through any packets sent out, utilization of signage around campus to explain sustainability or to promote a sustainable practice such as recycling or an entire building such as the College of Nursing  
b) Jinji suggested Christine Lynch in freshman orientation be contacted as a representative for Sustainability Committee.
c) The meeting minutes will soon be posted on the Mission Green website.
6) Suggestion was made to include a counter on the Mission Green website 
7) Shannon suggestion committee members begin to consider associated cost & payback times because these will needed for the overall Carbon Neutral  Plan.
8) Setting up a budget – John asked if Foundation funds could be utilized.  Grants & donors can be approached
9) American Heritage School – to celebrate Earth Day on 4/16.  FAU will be a part of this   event with an informational table.

10) College of Education has an open computer lab that accommodates 20 students using only 4 computers. COE is working closely with IRM to showcase the benefits.

11) A proposal was submitted to John Pritchett, Provost, and Kenneth Jessell, VP Financial Affairs,  to place sensors on computers that has the possibility of savings of $200,000 per year. The proposal was submitted by Roy Levow.
12) Greening the University Conference on 4/4 at St. Thomas University – Shannon and Jill will be a part of this.

13) An experienced Grants person is needed. Dr. Berry has volunteered for this position.

14) Azita requested that an additional person review the data/information gathered by Sara to insure that the information has been input properly; possibly the College of Engineering. The data is due back next month. Request will be made to Dr. Abtahi and Dr. Meerof for assistance.
15) Azita reviewed the slides for the Sustainability presentation. The presentation will be on 3.31.08 for President Brogan and the Executive Committee.
