1) Presidents Climate Commitment Letter – Azita updated the committee as to the status of the signing of the Commitment letter:
a) Implementation schedule for the charter signatures has been extended to September 15, 2007

b) Jennifer O’Flannery has met with the University General Counsel and VP of Facilities to address any issues and concerns
c) The President is planning on signing the Commitment letter prior to September 15th.

2) Emissions Software – There is no verification that students from Amir Abtahi’s class have started collecting data. Sarah Fannin, a student from Honors College, informed the Committee that she is completing a CO2 inventory as part of her honors thesis due 12/08.
a) Dr. Berry suggested the committee assist Sarah with data collection and Sarah will work closely with advisor Bill O’Brien and Professor Abtahi
b) All campuses will be considered for data collection but focus will be on Boca campus to keep data manageable for initial inventory
c) Committee will look at parameters of inventory to establish qualifiers

3) Mission Statement – discussed the 3 submitted in previous email and came up with the following: 


To create a culture of sustainability at FAU in which the entire FAU community is aware 
of, involved with, and committed to advancing sustainability through education, 
community engagement and operations. 

· Upon full committee approval, the mission statement will be submitted to the VP of 
Facilities for review and approval
4) Short term action items that are time sensitive

a) Student move in date is August 23.

· Sarah Fannin shared her plans to involve RA’s on the Jupiter campus to get them to, at the very least, recycle the cardboard boxes
· Shannon and Azita will meet with Boca Housing to  establish a plan for this as well

· Announcement will also go out reminding students of the importance of recycling
· Dr. Meeroff will talk to SWA to see about getting poster or other items donated 

· Discussed recording weight of cardboard waste – will research this further

· Information will be posted on myFAU and website (if possible)

b) Development of website for Campus Sustainability

· Shannon and Mary Beth will talk with Gregg Sekscienski regarding the status

· Implementation of the website is important prior to the start of the fall semester
· Basic site should include the following

· Mission statement and committee information

· Information about  LEED buildings - College of Nursing and College of Engineering 

· Tip of the week for sustainable efforts
· Event information such as Campus Sustainability, Focus the Nation, and FSU conference

c) Campus Sustainability Day – October 24, 2007

· Involve the Volunteer Center and Student Activities with planning the events.  A meeting will be scheduled with Monica Jara and Michele Perkins to discuss activities at the Boca campus
· Events will need to be campus wide including setting up booths from various departments such as Physical Plant, Utilities and the different Colleges

· Student Government should play a role in the planning

· Distribute information regarding the benefits of LEED buildings such as the College of Nursing and College of Engineering

· Coordinators for these efforts will be: Jupiter – Sarah Fannin, Broward – Mary Beth, Treasure Coast – Beverly Sargent, Boca – Shannon will work with several committee members
d) Focus the Nation – January 31, 2008

· Mary Beth provided an overview regarding this nationwide effort to address global warming

· Mary Beth will talk with Scott Lewis of University of Miami, the SE Coordinator, to get more information and discuss how FAU can contribute and participate
· Discussed how FAU could work PBCC and IRCC work together on the Focus the Nation event. More details will be provided at the next meeting.
