PHZ 5715 was tabled. The committee suggested that the description of level 4 courses and level 5 courses have different descriptions in the syllabus.
 The Memo for Non-Thesis to MS Degree was unanimously approved.
 GOE 5305 - was approved pending a change on page 2. The wording should be rephrased from “I hope students will” to “Students will”. 
Memo - New Graduate Certificate in Environmental Restoration was adopted pending changes to page 1, second paragraph.  The statement stating “chosen from each of two of the elective foci” should be changed to “three elective foci”. On page 2, there was confusion with the other requirements.  The suggestion was to reverse the last sentence to a 15 minute presentation based on the students Internship/DIS.
The Memo - Support for New Course Restoration Implementation and Management was unanimously approved.

EVR 6351 - was approved pending a change on page 2.  The wording should be rephrased from “I hope students will” to “Students will”.

PCB 6456 - was tabled by the committee. There were two syllabi, and it should be integrated.
Proposal to Remove GRE in the Admission Requirements for International Applicants for the MA to TESOL/BE - was rejected by the committee. Dr. Rosson presented FAU Policy that was adopted in January of 2009 for background information on this proposal.  During the discussion the majority of the committee concurred that this proposal was partial to the international students. Further, the majority of the members agreed that the TOEFL iBT was not an appropriate replacement for the GRE.
