Termination of Master of Arts in Teaching Program

The Department of History in the Dorothy F. Schmidt College of Arts and Letters proposes the termination of the Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) graduate program. The program has not enrolled a single student in several years. The graduate committee in the History Department was unanimous in its decision to support this termination, and I concur with this decision.
