Instructor: Richard Hill 
 
 
Course Description:  The Twentieth Century (on into the Twenty First) has been called the American 
Century, not least because of the U.S. rise to Great Power, Super Power, and Lone Super Power status 
in global affairs. This lecture series seeks to examine those major foreign policies as practiced by the 
primary office responsible: the Presidency. We seek to understand the rationale enunciated by U.S. 
Presidents for their major foreign interventions and wars, as well as the domestic critique by the 
American dissenters and opponents of those foreign policies. As we examine these contending 
rationales and debates, we seek to learn what lessons these polices may teach us regarding present and 
future policies. Professor Hill attempts the difficult task of affording equal time to both sides in this 
debate, and does not shrink from a full discussion of the controversies they engendered. Professor Hill 
thus brings his often provocative but refreshing insights to bear on this most important history, and 
stimulates serious thought about the issue that increasingly dominates life in the U.S.A.

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“What’s Really Going On?”  Understanding Current,  
Contentious and Confusing Important Legal Battles 

 

Instructor: Irving Labovitz 
 
 

Course Description: This course will be fast moving, partially interactive, and fully focused on 
selected immediate, highly publicized, and contentious legal issues now before the courts and in the 
media. The weekly topics will be taken from the highly publicized cases of the moment. Each will be 
approached by first establishing the actual known facts of the case, as opposed to the usual hyperbole 
produced by partisan advocates. We shall next identify the precise legal issues implicated by these 
facts.  After this stable platform for discussion has been established, a short audience participation will 
permit advancement of each disparate point of view, but at all times constrained by the established 
facts and identified law. While this course does not assure the correct answer to any timely legal 
controversy, it, indeed, permits the student to know the actual disclosed facts involved and also 
understand the precise legal question(s) at issue. As the term progresses, a retrospective on the actual 
judicial decision on pending matters earlier discussed will lend value to both the analysis and content. 
 
 
Biographical Information: Attorney Irving Labovitz is a graduate of the University of Massachusetts 
with a degree in Business Administration, and holds a Juris Doctor degree from Boston University 
School of Law. His experience includes having been a military Federal prosecutor, an adjunct 
professor of business law at Western New England Law School and Florida Atlantic University, and 
outside counsel for the F.D.I.C. in the liquidation of failed banks. He has authored many scholarly law 
review articles and has been a national lecturer for the American Bar Association and Commercial Law 
League of America.

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The Development of Anglo-American Law 
 

Instructor: Malcolm Sherman  
  
 
Course Description:  We begin with a discussion of some of the unique characteristics of early Britain 
resulting from accidents of geography including invasions by waves of barbarian northern European 
tribes and the very unbarbaric Romans concluding with the Norman invasion and the institution of 
feudalism.  The Magna Carta will be explored in detail including comments relating to the differences 
between Magna Carta and our own Constitution.  We will examine the intellectual inventions which 
led to the expansion of legal protections and the establishment of legal precedents which facilitated the 
doing of business at home and within the overseas British Empire.  Lastly we will consider specific 
substantive law including torts, criminal law, evidence, contracts, equity, real estate and future interests 
in England and the United States using actual cases and hypotheticals. 
 
 
Biographical Information:  Malcolm J. Sherman, attended the University of Kansas, Syracuse 
University and Harvard.  He earned his J.D. degree from Boston University, was admitted to the 
Massachusetts Bar and practiced law.  He is a lecturer and adjunct professor at the University of 
Southern California Graduate School of Business, UCLA Professional Education, Pepperdine 
University School of Business, and instructor at the University of North Carolina, Asheville.  Dr. 
Sherman has also lectured at the U.S. Air force Academy.  He has held senior positions in major 
aerospace companies; was the executive consultant to Governor Ronald Reagan, U.S. Industries, Litton 
Industries and Rockwell International.  He was the CEO and Group VP, Founder and President of a 
computer systems company active in Europe, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and Western United States. 
Additionally, Dr. Sherman is a certified registered professional engineer in manufacturing engineering.  
He has been published in Seoul, Korea, and, Bangkok, Thailand under auspices of the National

Course Description: The biggest single source of subject matter for Western music (and Hollywood) 
is beyond question, The Bible. Opera, particularly, loves the bloodthirsty narratives of the Old 
Testament. Three of the greatest adaptations deal with episodes involving Jewish history and Medieval 
Europe transformed into a 20th century setting. Each production will be shown, uncut, over a two-
week period. These operas are from the world’s greatest houses and feature all-star casts, orchestras 
and conductors. Each is sung in the original language with English subtitles. Maestro Albanese will 
provide interesting background and commentary with a question and answer period to follow.

A rarity even among rarities, this early opera seria underwent significant revisions for its Paris debut.

3 – 4:  “Remember, O Lord, what has befallen us” .. Lamentations 5:1 - NABUCCO (1842) - G. Verdi 
The Babylonian captivity of the Jews, first observed as a Ballet by Verdi, was eventually set to one of 
the most exciting and propulsive scores in Italian opera.

5 – 6:  “Let me die with the Philistines”.. Judges 16:30 - SAMSON ET DELILA (1877) - C. Saint-Sans 
The Biblical tale of incredible physical strength and eventual moral weakness, followed by a 
reconciliation of faith and ultimate redemption.

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Opera 101:  The Joy of Opera - A Basic Introduction 
 

Instructor: Giuseppe Albanese 
 
Course Description: Opera is over 400 years old, and according to former Nightline host Ted Koppel, is “the 
hottest ticket in show business.”  Why then are so many people confused, intimidated, or downright hostile 
toward its style, content and presentations?  This course is a basic approach designed to introduce the student to 
the world of opera.  It includes a brief history, a video glossary of descriptive terms, and an analysis of the voice 
in opera from Lyric Soprano to Basso Profundo.  All lectures are lavishly illustrated with exciting video excerpts 
from some of the world’s best-loved operas, with special emphasis given to the Italian “Bel Canto” – Masters of 
the 19th century.  This is an essential course for the novice but also serves as a “refresher” program for more 
advanced students planning to attend LLS opera classes or live performances in the coming seasons.  There will 
be no attempt to convert, but rather to banish the “fear of the unknown” factors that might prevent the enjoyment 
and appreciation of what has been called history’s greatest musical invention, the opera.
