Past-recipients are eligible to apply for the scholarship again if they have maintained or exceeded a
3.0 GPA. Past-recipients must repeat the entire application process.

The scholarship will be an award of $400 per recipient, per semester, applied to the recipient’s
institutional tuition and fees.

If you are offered a scholarship and can not enroll, you are required to notify FAU in writing.
Failure to notify the university could affect your eligibility for future awards.
