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Speaking the

Language

Academic Advisor or Academic Support Services
Colleges have many people who carry the title of advisor
or counselor. Your academic advisor may be a faculty
member in the academic field you have chosen or a full-
time administrative employee of the school who works

in a counseling office.

Accreditation

Colleges and universities are judged, or accredited,
either by an organization of other colleges and
universities or by professional organizations.

Add/Drop
The procedure used to alter the class schedules after

registration and through the first week of the semester.
During this time, you can adjust your schedule by
dropping or adding course(s) without penalty.

Associate in Arts Degree (AA)

The 60-credit hour A.A. degree is designed to prepare
students for upper-division baccalaureate degree courses.
It includes 36 credits hours of general education courses
and introductory courses required for entry into a major
at FAU or any upper-level institution. Courses of study
are equivalent to those offered to first- and second-year
students in the Florida State University System (FSUS).
All courses completed as part of an A.A. degree at a
Florida community college are transferable to any
university within the FSUS.

Associate in Science Degree (A.S.) and Associate in
Applied Science Degree (A.A.S.)

These two degree programs are designed for students
wishing to develop technical skills with emphasis on
middle-management employment opportunities. They
also focus on high technology careers and prepare
students to compete effectively in the contemporary job
market.

Baccalaureate or Bachelor of Arts/Sciences

This degree is awarded by a university or college and
generally requires at least 120 credits and takes between
three and five years to complete. The B.A. degree is
traditionally considered the more general of the
bachelors degrees. The B.S. degree is traditionally
considered the more technical of the undergraduate
degrees. When you are deciding which degree to pursue,
make your decision in consultation with an academic
advisor.

Catalog
A resource of academic policies, procedures, college and

degree requirements, faculty, and course descriptions
published yearly (but subject to change). You should
pick up the catalog the year you are admitted to the
college and keep it as a record of the requirements for
your degree.

Catalog in Effect

Contingent upon a student’s continuous enrollment, the
institution’s catalog in effect at the time a student first
enrolls, governs the student’s graduation requirements.

CLAST

This term refers to the College Level Academic Skills
Test. All undergraduate students are required to pass all
four CLAST sub-tests within a specified time frame, or
be exempted through one of the approved alternative
methods listed in the undergraduate catalog. In many
cases students cannot continue their programs of study
without successful completion of the CLAST. Speak to
an advisor for more information.

Credit Hour

The credit hours reflect approximately the total hours a
student spends per week in class. When each class is
completed these credits are added to your transcript and
provide you with a running total. A designated number

of credits must be earned in order to obtain a degree. The
number depends on the type of degree being sought. The
A.A. degree requires 60 credits.

Co-requisite
This refers to a course that must be taken concurrently
with another course.

Course Number
The letters and numbers that precede the course title and
description in the catalog are the reference course
numbers. These numbers and letters are used when
registering for the courses. In general, the level (and in
some cases the difficulty) of the course is designated by
the course number:
Lower Division (first and second years)
1000/2000 level
Upper Division (third and fourth years)
3000/4000 level
Graduate (advanced seniors/graduate)
5000/6000 level
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Degree Reguirements

The degree requirements specify what you must
accomplish (course credit, GPA, internships, student
teaching, etc.) to be eligible to receive your degree. The
course recommendations for joint degree programs
offered are listed in the program guide. Each
recommended program satisfies the requirements of that
degree. More information on degree requirements can be
found in the IRCC and FAU undergraduate catalogs.

It is available onlineatvw.facts.org FACTS
provides online information to enrolled students. You
can obtain your academic records, explore different
degree options, and determine your progress toward
meeting specific degree requirements.

General Education

Florida statutes require that all students complete
specific groups of courses. These courses usually occur
during the first and second years, and generally include
English, math, science, social and behavioral sciences,
and humanities. In some cases, the courses must be
completed before other upper division (3000/4000 level)
courses can be taken. It is prudent to get the general
education requirements completed early.

Grade Point Average- GPA

The calculation of credits attempted, credits earned, and
grades earned. Remedial courses and grades are not
included in the degree GPA.

Graduate Degree

A graduate degree is any degree awarded after the
completion of a bachelor's degree. Master’s, specialist,
and doctoral degrees are examples of graduate degrees.

Major
A group of related courses that constitute a focused
program of study in a specific area of knowledge.

Open Admission Policy

Under the “open-door admission policy” in effect at
IRCC, anyone who holds a high school diploma or high
school equivalency diploma (GED) will be admitted to
IRCC. According to Florida state law, all degree-seeking
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students entering the community college or state
university system must be tested for placement purposes.

Orientation

The orientation program is designed to familiarize you
with the standard operating procedures of the college or
university. Upon admittance to IRCC you may attend an
orientation session in either August or January. Upon
admittance/transfer to FAU, you will be required to
attend an additional orientation session at their campus.

Prerequisite
Many courses, both lower- and upper-division, require

specific introductory level courses.

Dearee Audit
It helps you track your progress toward a degree. The

Audit is updated each term to reflect courses taken and
grades earned. You may access your SASS Audit, at
www.facts.org You can also “degree shop” at that site.

Syllabus
The syllabus is the one or more pages of course

requirements a professor will give students on the first
day of class. It acts as a course outline, describing
reading, topics, assignments, projects, term papers,
examinations, attendance policy, grading policy, and
other information related to the course.

Transcript
The transcript is a permanent record of all academic

work.

Tuition

The amount of money charged for courses and
laboratory fees. It is assessed on a per-credits basis.
Current rates of tuition are listed in the catalog.

Undergraduate Degree

An undergraduate degree is any degree granted above
high school and before graduate or professional school.
Associate and bachelor degrees are examples of
undergraduate degrees.

Frequently Asked Questions- FAQ's

How far in advance should | plan my college career?

It is always best to apply early. The receipt of
transcripts, test scores and financial aid all reqirine,t

SO0 be sure to allow at least four to six weeks for
processing. Although a Florida Community College does
not have an application deadline, FAU has instituted
application deadlines; please ensure you are checking
those dates and applying early. FAU will accept your
application for admission up to one year prior to the term
you wish to enter as well as a few weeks before the term.
Of course, the earlier you apply for admission the earlier
you will be processed and receive a decision. The receipt
of transcripts, admissions evaluation, etc. can take a
period of time after you apply so be sure to leave
yourself enough time for everything to go through. You
should also make sure to apply for admission early if
you are on financial aid- your financial aid paperwork
cannot be evaluated until the admissions process is
completed and you have been approved admission to
FAU. If you are dependent on financial aid, application
deadlines can be critical.

Do | need to submit financial aid applications to both
my FLCC and FAU?

All schools require that students begin the financial aid
process by completed the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA). The student can assure that the
results of the application are forwarded to both FAU
(federal school code E00830) and your FLCC by listing
both schools names and the federal school codes in Step
5 of the FAFSA.

Do | need to apply to both FAU and FLCC?

To earn you A.A. degree, you should apply to the
community college first. There you will be advised of
the requirements for your academic program. When you
approach the completion of yodegree or have over 60
credits you should apply to FAU. FAU admission
recruiters visit your campus and can answer questions
regarding admission requirements and procedures.

Can | start taking classes at FAU before | get my
degree from my FLCC?

Yes, you may start classes at FAU before you earn your
degree from your FLCC. This is called dual enroliment.
While at your FLCC you can take courses at FAU as a

non-degree seeking student before you apply for
admission to FAU.

Why should | apply for graduation from an FLCC
with an A.A. degree if | am going on to FAU for my
Bachelor’s degree?

There are several reasons why you should do so. An
A.A. from a Florida Community College ensures that
you have completed the following:
Your Gordon Rule Writing and Math
requirements
A passing score or exemption from the
CLAST examination
All General Education requirements
A degree- if you decide not to finish
your Bachelor's degree, you have an
associate’s degree to show an employer
Guaranteed admission to any Florida
state public university

If | don’t have my program pre-requisites can | still
be admitted to FAU?

This really depends on the academic major you have

chosen. The Undergraduate Degree Program
Requirements Manual for Community College

How do | know what classes to take each semester
and what is an academic advisor?

Your academic advisor is the person who will help you
determine the courses you need to take in order to
graduate in a timely manner. Once you are admitted you
will be prompted to make an appointment with an
advisor. You should plan on doing this at least two-three
weeks before the advance registration period. Don't wait
until the last minute- your advisor may be booked with
other appointments and may not be able to see you prior
to your scheduled registration time. It is important to
meet with your academic advisor to be sure you are on
the right track and taking the correct courses to graduate.
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When should | start thinking about a major?

When you begin your college career you will discover
classes you enjoy more than others. This is a good
beginning in the selection of a major. It helps to speak
with professors in the fields you prefer. Other
suggestions include using career center and job resources
to see what positions require in terms of skills and
personalities. It's never too early to investigate graduate
schools for entrance requirements into certain degree
programs. By the second year of college you can start to
register for any prerequisites or language requirements
of a major. A “minor” will be advantageous if you have
more than one interest or wish to make yourself more
marketable.

| cannot possibly go to college full-time. How do |
plan for my college degree?

There is no academic penalty for being enrolled part
time, however some financial aid is awarded based upon
the number of credit hours you are enrolled for. Some
program requirements remain in effect as long as you
attend school continuously, but may change if you have
a break from attending school fover three semesters
You should speak with advisors and professors on a
regular basis. One important factor to consider is
whether the courses required are offered every semester
or offered in sequence. In a sequence, the course will not
come around again for possibly one year. Check
academic calendars regularly for deadlines such as
dropping and adding classes to your schedule.

What should | do if | know | want to go to graduate
or professional school?

Students interested in pursuing a graduate at FAU, or at
any other institution, should apply by the deadlines

indicated in the institution’s academic calendar and take
the appropriate graduate admissions test (GRE, GMAT,
etc.)
