Learning Community Liaison Program Constitution

Article 1-
Learning Community Liaison Program (LCL)


The name if the organization shall be named the Learning Community Liaison 


Program or the LCL Program.
Article 2-
Purpose of the Organization



The purpose/mission of the LCL Program is to serve as mentors and/tutors 


to those students who are in the learning community program for their 



freshman year at Florida Atlantic University.



In addition, to provide support to students on Freshman 





Warning/Academic Probation who are academically at-risk and to help 



those students have a better knowledge and awareness of on-campus 



resources, and faculty and staff members who are willing to assist them.

Article 3-
Membership of the Organization


Section 1- Membership of this organization shall be open to FAU degree-



seeking undergraduate students who (i) has successfully completed at least 


one semester in the FAU Learning Community Program, (ii) anyone 



interested in supporting incoming FAU students, students on Freshman 



Warning, Academic Probation, or who are academically at risk.  (iii)  has 



a minimum of 2.5 cumulative GPA and 2.5 semester GPA (for each 



semester involved).  (iv) has completed a Learning Community Liaison 



application, and are selected for an interview and (v) chosen for the position.


Section 2- Associate members:  Faculty, staff, and alumni may be 




associate members.  Associate members cannot vote or hold office.



The Learning Community Liaison Program shall not discriminate on the 



basis of gender, race, color, disability, sexual orientation, national origin 



or political or 
religious affiliate in any of its policies, procedures or 



practices.

Article 4-
Regulations



All members of the Learning Community Liaison Program will abide by 



all FAU regulations and Federal and State Laws.



All members of the Learning Community Liaison Program will abide by 



the FAU Anti-Hazing policy under Section 6c5-7.007 of the University 



Student Handbook.

Article 5-
Officers


Section 1- The officers of the Learning Community Liaison Program shall be 


President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer/Fundraising Chairperson, Social 


Chairperson, Public Relations Chairperson, and COSO Representative.



Section 2- All officers must be registered FAU students who meet the 



University’s minimum qualifications for student officers, which are:

· A minimum GPA of 2.5 

· Register for 6 credit hours for undergraduate students.  Officers have to be in good academic standing with the university.



Sections 3- Officer duties are as follows:

· President:  The President shall be responsible for working with the advisor to oversee all meetings and approve an agenda for all meetings.  Also, he/she will be in charge for organizing elections and share in the decision making process of any other important tasks that the LCL Program undertakes.  He/She is also responsible for attending the yearly leadership conference that is sponsored by Student Government and the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership.
· Vice President:  The vice President shall be responsible for assisting the President and to perform all duties and powers of the President in his/her absence.  The vice President shall also share in the decision making process of any important tasks that the LCL Program undertakes.

· Secretary:  The secretary shall be responsible for (1) the recording of accurate minutes of all the LCL Program meetings, (2) preparing an agenda for each meeting, (3) maintaining a current membership roster, (4) notifying all members of upcoming meetings, events, and issues, and (5) assisting the advisor in keeping the records of the club organized and accessible.

· Treasurer:  The treasurer shall be responsible for accounting all funds and completing necessary paperwork (i.e., purchase orders, student services invoices, etc.) of the organization.  The treasurer shall also share in the decision making process of any important takes the LCL Program undertakes and works very closely with the Office for Student Involvement and Leadership and Student Government.  The treasurer is also responsible for preparing the yearly COSO budget requests and presenting it to the Budgeting Committee.

· Social Chairperson:  The social chairperson shall be responsible for the monthly events for members of the LCL Program and their students.

· Public Relations Chairperson:  The public relations chairperson shall be responsible for creating promotional materials for the LCL Program and the Learning Communities that will be distributed and showcased in the university and the community.

· COSO Representative:  The COSO Representative will be responsible for attending monthly COSO meetings and sharing the information with the members of the LCL Program.  They shall also be responsible for attending all necessary Student Government meetings and informing the members of the LCL Program of important deadlines, protocol for budget submissions, and all necessary information to maintain recognition as a registered student organization at Florida Atlantic University.  He/She is also responsible for attending the yearly leadership conference that is sponsored by Student Government and the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership.
Article 6- 
Selection of Officers


Section 1- Election of officers shall be held at the last meeting of every spring 


semester, or if necessary, on or before the beginning of the Summer or Fall 


Semesters.  Elections at the beginning of a semester may be deemed necessary if:

· There is an officer position vacancy, 

· An officer holding and executive position was appointed rather than elected



Elected officers will serve a one year term.  Officers shall take office the semester 

they are elected.  An appointed officer shall officially take office once they have 


been approved by the LCL Program Advisor.



Potential officers must nominate themselves to run or can be nominated by 


someone else in the LCL Program.  Nominations are to be done at least a week 


prior to elections.  Elections shall build the idea of “one person, one vote” and any 

LCL in good academic standing may vote.  There shall be no campaigning:  


nominees can however give a short speech/presentation as to why the members 


should vote for him/her at the mast meeting of the spring semester.

Article 7-
Vacancies
Section 1- Should a vacancy occur in any office, it shall be filled by appointment 


by the rest of the officers unless that office is that of President.

· When the office of President becomes vacant, the Vice President shall fulfill 
the position.

· If the office of President and Vice President become vacant simultaneously, 


the 
next preceding officer (secretary, treasurer, etc.) shall become acting 


President.

· The acting President shall undertake all duties and powers of President until a 


new President is elected.

· The acting President shall call a special or regular meeting for election as soon 

as possible.

· When the office of all except the President becomes vacant, the President 
shall call a meeting for the election of a new officer as soon as possible.



Section 2- Impeachment Process



Two-thirds (2/3) of the Executive Board must agree or two-thirds (2/3) of active 


members must sign a petition to ask for impeachment.  Final approval will be 


given by the Advisor.

Article 8-
Advisor



The Advisor of the LCL Program shall be the Director and/or Coordinator for the 


Center for Learning and Student Success (CLASS) at Florida Atlantic University

Article 9-
Meetings


Section 1- General meetings shall be held on Wednesdays from 3:30-5:00pm.



Section 2- Special meetings may be held in case of an emergency (i.e. problems 


with funding, reoccurring discrepancies between liaisons and mentees, etc.)  


These meetings will be held as needed, and officers will be expected to attend as 


long as at least 24 hours notice has been given.  Such special meetings must be 


approved by the Director or Coordinator for the Center for Learning And Student 


Success (the LCL Program Advisor).



Section 3- A quorum for any regular or special meetings shall consist of a 



majority of the members (50% +1).



Section 4- Robert’s Rules of Order will be used to conduct regular and special 


meetings. 

Article 10-
Amendments to the Constitution


Section 1- The constitution may be amended by a 50% + 1 number of votes by 


the members of the LCL Program.  Amendments can not be made to overrule 


or contradict existing FAU rules or restrictions.  All amendment must be 



approved by the Director or Coordinator for the Center for Learning And Student 


Success (the LCL Program Advisor).



Section 2- A vote of two-thirds (2/3) active members is needed for the adoption 


of any amendment.

By-Laws-
Section 1-  The Learning Community Liaison Program shall be run using 



Robert’s Rules of Order.



Section 2- 
All members are required to attend all weekly meetings and bi-


weekly meetings with their mentees.



Section 3-  There shall be no dues collected from members of the LCL Program.
