LLCL’s Honors-in-the-Major Program
1. Selection criteria for admissions into the Honors program

a. Majors in Languages, Linguistics, and Comparative Literature will be eligible for honors if they have completed at least 9 upper division credits toward their major but fewer than 100 credits toward their degree, while maintaining a GPA of 3.2 overall and 3.5 in the major. 

b. Application essay (statement of purpose), due no later than spring semester of the junior year, to be submitted to the department’s Chair.  

2. Standards to remain in the program

a. GPA of 3.5 in the major

3. Honors Enrichment (combination of any two of the following)
a. “LLCL Passport” of Academic Extracurricular Activities (lectures, film series, conference attendance or participation, etc.) related to our department and/or college (5 stamps during the student’s senior year)

b. A course enhanced by Academic Service Learning in a community organization dealing with local/global issues (immigration services, disaster relief, etc.)

c. A study-abroad experience during the summer or semester
d. Assist faculty leader of our Global Connections Living Learning Community with common hour activities

4. Capstone Experience: Complete any two of the following:
a. Complete with B+ or higher a graduate course in the discipline

b. Write an Honors Thesis 
c. Complete a Senior Seminar, or other approved advanced course, with honors enhancement
