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Pam Longobardi is continuously developing her Drifters project, which includes 
photography, installations, and works on paper that began in Hawaii when she saw debris 
collecting on the shores. She sees the debris as beautiful and sad and photographs it 
before collecting it to create a giant driftwood web. To Longobardi, the debris is 
personally and directly connected with humankind, as something that looks innocent 
enough but is in actuality extremely dangerous.
