· Budget of at least $1,000. Provide an itemized list of anticipated expenses with dollar amounts. Examples include long-distance transportation, lodging, and local transit.
· Additional Information (Optional). You are welcome to share anything else.

Deadline: Applications are considered on a rolling basis. Applicants will receive a response within three weeks.
Additional Information
The award is for domestic or international research-related travel on a project in early American history or its European and Atlantic World Roots. A recipient will normally conduct the research while enrolled in a relevant course, but it is permissible to do it after completing the course. In that case, it should yield a scholarly product (e.g., revised paper or presentation) even though it is extracurricular. Award recipients must comply with all university travel policies, including for international travel, if applicable.
