The Lynn W. Turner Prize of $500 for the best 

paper by an undergraduate student member of Phi

The Nels Andrew Cleven Founder's Paper Prize 

Awards, two undergraduate and two graduate awards 

of $350 each, for superior papers submitted by student 

members of Phi Alpha Theta 

PAT/Western Front Association Prize 

Phi Alpha Theta and the Western Front Association 

award an annual prize of $1,000 for an essay written 

by an undergraduate student at an American college 

or university. Honorable Mention certificates will be 

given to runners-up. 

PAT/World History Association Prize 

Phi Alpha Theta and the World History Association, 

with a generous subvention from Pearson Prentice 

Hall, Inc., a publisher of history textbooks, are co-

sponsoring a student paper prize in world history. An 

award of $400* will be given for the best undergradu-

ate world history paper, and an additional award of 

$400* will be presented for the best graduate-level 

world history paper, both composed during the aca-

demic year of 2008-2009.
