Biography

Yuriko Saito is a Japanese-American philosopher specializing in aesthetics, particularly
everyday aesthetics, Japanese aesthetics, and environmental aesthetics. Born in Sapporo,
Japan, she earned her BA from International Christian University in Tokyo and a PhD from the
University of Wisconsin-Madison. She taught philosophy at the Rhode Island School of Design
(RISD) from 1981 to 2018, where she also received the Frazier Award for Excellence in
Teaching in 1999.

1. Everyday Aesthetics (2008; paperback 2010): Explores the aesthetic dimensions of
daily life and their environmental and ethical implications

2. Aesthetics of the Familiar: Everyday Life and World-Making (2017; paperback 2019):
Examines how aesthetic experiences shape social, political, and environmental
realities. This book won the Outstanding Monograph Prize by the American Society for
Aesthetics

Elisabetta Di Stefano Ph.D. in Aesthetics and Theory of Arts) is a full professor of Aesthetics at
the University of Palermo. Her research focuses on three fields: the theory of the arts in the
Renaissance; the ornament theory; and the aesthetics of everyday life with a special focus on
environment, architecture, and design. She is the promoter and coordinator of EVAnetwork,
an international network dedicated to advancing the study of everyday aesthetics.

Azadeh Nilchiani is a Franco-lranian artist, researcher, and university lecturer, currently a
postdoctoral fellow in the DEM'ARTS (creation, democracy, and digital media) project at the
Université Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne under the supervision of Sandra Laugier PR (ISJPS). She
holds a PhD in Arts (sound arts and sound studies) from the Université Gustave Eiffel, and is a
graduate of the Tehran Fine Arts School, ENSAD Paris in Art-Espace, and the Ecole nationale de
musique de Pantin, in electroacoustic composition. She has worked as an associate researcher
at the Bibliotheque nationale de France on the holdings of the Institut international de
musique électroacoustique de Bourges (IMEB) and since 2024, has taught at the universities
of Paris-Est and Lille. She is also a TEDx speaker. Her artistic practice is multidisciplinary. She
creates installations, electroacoustic compositions, and sound creations for dance and theater,
as well as video art and drawing. Her sound creations have been broadcast on Radio France
International, and her video art and installations have been exhibited at Malmo Konsthall,
Instants Vidéo Numériques et Poétiques in Marseille, LArt Show in Cannes, among other
venues. Since 2002, she has showcased her work in Iran, France, Chile, Greece, Myanmar,
Mexico, South Korea, Portugal, the United States, Sweden, Dubai, Finland, and Spain.

A digital artist for 25 years, Xavier Boissarie has moved away from the immaterial dimension
associated with this field to open new doors to embodied experience. He takes hold of mobile
media in an attempt to hybridize tangible and digital spaces in a variety of ways: creating
immersive polysensory experiences, transforming public space into a playground, writing
protocols for drifting or collective performance.

To work on these subjects, Xavier Boissarie has assembled a team of game-designers, sound
and visual artists, and digital artists, within the Orbe collective. The team carries out intense
research and creative activity in close collaboration with various institutions in the cultural
field: ACTE-PARIS 1 (INESM projects, ANR CORES), ENSADLAB (indoor geo-localization, ANR
CoSIMa project), ENSCI (ANR Topophonie project), IRCAM (ANR Topophonie and CoSiMa
projects, European RAPID-MIX project), SIANA (2km4).

Xavier Boissarie is the author of the connected experiences Topophonie de I'eau (2014), Pop-
up Fest (2017), Playground (2017), Application a danser (2018), Vibes#1#2#3#4#5#6 (2018-
22), Roles de danse (2023), Les Nouveaux Stades (2023), CEil pour ceil (2023), Flockster (2024),
He designed the digital writing tools Messages-situés, Nodal. studio, Sonospheéres, Application
a danser, (il pour ceil. Xavier Boissarie regularly leads workshops in France and abroad,
notably at the following institutions: Paris 1 Panthéon Sorbonne, ENSAPB, ENSCI, Université
d'Artois.

Marie Coirié is a designer who has been exploring the fields of health and social care for 15
years, with the aim of restoring the dignity and agentivity of the most fragile users, and in so
doing, participating in the cultural transformation of organizations. Co-founder and co-director
until 2024 of the GHU Paris psychiatry & neurosciences lab-ah, she also co-founded the
Care&Co collective with the User Studio agency. A teacher in several design courses, she is also
director of dissertations and diplomas at ENSCI-Les Ateliers.

Marie Coirié est designer et explore depuis 15 ans les champs de la santé et du social, avec le
souci de restaurer la dignité et l'agentivité des usagers les plus fragiles, et ce faisant, de
participer a la transformation culturelle des organisations.

Sarah Roshem is a French artist, doctor in Art and Art Science, who has made care, “taking
care” her favorite field. This is how the artist challenges herself to reinvent aesthetic forms,
artistic gestures in which the relationship with others — our interdependence and what we
share in common — would be engaged. She explores this field of research through her artistic
practice by making participants. actors.of a concrete and sensitive relational experience. In
2000, she created SR LABO, a fictionalized laboratory in which she develops devices to
enhance the spectator's well-being. Since 2016, her approach has focused on design Corps
Communs - Common Bodies - a set of performative and participatory artworks which provides
an experience of deep attention and shared rhythm to the point of inventing movements
together to become in concord.

Since 2018, she has been in artistic residency with Culture & Hopital at the FAM Ste Genevieve
(Paris 14e). She works with the public in numerous artistic institutions (Louvre, Mac Val,
Galliera), hospitals and schools. She is also an art therapist at the Hopital de jour psychiatrie
du sujet agé (association LAD, Paris 15e) and a lecturer at Paris 1 (UFR 04 Panthéon Sorbonne).

Sarah Roshem est une artiste francaise, docteure en Art et Science de I’art, qui a fait du care,
du « prendre soin » son domaine de prédilection. C’est ainsi que |’artiste se met au défi de
réinventer des formes esthétiques, des gestes artistiques dans lesquels la relation a autrui —
notre interdépendance et ce que nous partageons en commun — serait engagée.

Richard Shusterman (University Florida Atlantic, USA)

Somaesthetics and Care

Richard Shusterman, born on December 3, 1949, in Philadelphia, is an American pragmatist
philosopher renowned for his contributions to philosophical aesthetics and somaesthetics. He
currently serves as the Dorothy F. Schmidt Eminent Scholar in the Humanities and Professor
of Philosophy and English at Florida Atlantic University. His philosophical focus shifted from
analytic philosophy to pragmatism, leading to the development of his own theory of
pragmatist aestheticsl. Some of Shusterman's notable works include:
