Dear Parents: 
 

I am pleased to invite your student(s) to FAU’s 11th annual Honors High School String Orchestra “Side-
by-Side” Festival on October 13 & 14, 2023.  The deadline for registration is Monday, September 18, 2023.

All participating students must fill out the registration form and the permission form.  Any student who 

will take daily or emergency medication during the festival will also need to submit the Permission to 
Administer form.  These forms need to be filled out and submitted online.  Permission forms should be

There is a participation fee of $40.00.  This covers a festival T-shirt, lunch on Friday, and both lunch 
and dinner on Saturday.  All meals will be served in the Atlantic Dining Hall (an all you can eat buffet) located 
adjacent to the Student Union.  Checks or money orders should be made payable to “FAU” (not the FAU 
Foundation, as in previous years), and given to your child’s high school orchestra director, turned in at the 
registration table on Friday morning upon arrival at FAU, or mailed directly to Laura Joella at FAU, 
Department of Music, 777 Glades Rd, Boca Raton, FL 33431.   

This event will culminate in a side-by-side performance with students from high school orchestras from 
around the state performing with Florida Atlantic University Orchestra students.  Repertoire for this year’s 
festival will be selected from the following: Tchaikovsky’s “Elegy,” from Serenade for Strings; Piazzolla’s 
Melodia en la Menor, Canto de Octubre; Bizet’s “Adagietto,” from L’Arlésienne Suite No. 1; Wirén’s Marcia, 
from Serenade for String Orchestra; Coleridge-Taylor’s Noveletten No. 4, Op. 52; José Luis Elizondo’s “Sunset 
in Guadalajara,” from Latin American Dances, and his “Ferial,” from Estampas Mexicanas.  

The two-day festival schedule will involve rehearsals of the repertoire listed above from 9:00 am to 5:00 
pm on both Friday and Saturday, culminating in a concert at 7:00 pm on Saturday.  For interested students, 
auditions for all solos and the section leader positions will be held at 8:00 am on Friday.  Admission to the 
concert is free, and seating is open.  The auditorium doors will open at 6:30 pm for the 7:00 pm concert.  

Please encourage your child to obey your school’s chaperone policy to ensure that your child is 
supervised during down times or in emergency situations.  Should you or your child require hotel 
accommodations, our office will be happy to assist you in finding a location near our campus.  A complete list

You will receive online access to the marked musical parts for audition and practice purposes.  Original 
repertoire will be available upon arrival at FAU.  All students need to bring mutes for the Bizet.  Concert dress 
for the performance is the attire students usually wear for their high school orchestra concerts. For some 
students this is a uniform, or a specific color like all black, or black and white.  The FAU students will be 
dressed in the following: tuxedos or all black formal attire.

Registration opens at 8:00 am on Friday.  There will be a table set up outside of the Arts and Letters 

building, right in front of the University Theatre, at the top of the hill above the amphitheater.  You are 
welcome to drive up to the building to get dropped off at the registration table.  All students report to the 
University Theatre after checking in at the registration table.  If you are interested in auditioning for one of the 
principal chairs or solos, please arrive to audition at 8:00 am.  Full rehearsal will begin at 9:00 am in the 
University Theatre.
