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The BECE is a joint degree program offered by the Department of Curriculum, Culture and Educational Inquiry (CCEI) and the
Department of Exceptional Student Education (DESE). The BECE degree is designed to prepare preschool teachers and related
personnel for employment in the fields of child care and children's services, working with young children from birth to age five. The
BECE degree requires 60 credits beyond the AA or completion of General Education Core Requirements.

All students seeking admission to the BECE must meet the University's admission requirements. In addition, each applicant must have:

=  Attained a minimum GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale on lower division undergraduate coursework for a total of 60 credits;
