Outstanding service to society/profession at the local, state,
national and/or international levels.
d. Record of appointment(s) to prestigious positions of leadership
e. Outstanding research/scholarship that provides contributions to the
professional literature

applicant participated in a responsible role (school-wide, university-wide, or
community) which distinguished him or her as an outstanding leader.
