1) Minutes of 31 October 2014 meeting were approved with an amendment (names of present members needed to be added).
2) Updates on items sent to 7 November UUPC meeting were presented
3) The Honors Compact documents were approved pending some additions/suggested changes:

To the definition document: add “enrolled in an honors program” under the Who Is Eligible section.


Since the revisions were approved, the proposed document will be submitted to the UUPC (because 
the Honors Compacts 
comprise all of Section 5 of the “FAU Honors Curriculum Manual”).


To the “Honors Compact Approval Form,” the following changes were suggested and the committee 
voted to approve the form as well:


a) Add “Instructor Title”


b) Change the language of the second question to the Instructor. The second sentence will now read:

“This description should include the 3 meeting times and how the grade for this project will be 
weighed in with the course’s grading—at least 10%.


c) Add the number “4” to the last section to be filled out by the Instructor


d) In that same section, eliminate two unnecessary upper-cases: Learning and Southeastern

4) The committee reviewed the EIEIO- Secondary Education Honors in the Major and requested Dr. Patty Heydet-Kirsch to add a line clarifying that an advisor would be the person verifying that the various requirements are met by the students.  
5) MAGE announced that for spring, we need a representative from the Schmidt College of Science and the Wilkes Honors College—two of our colleagues will be on sabbatical  leave  and that the respective deans have been contacted. 
6) Announcements: 


a) Mistakes Were Made (but not by Me) will be the 2015 UHP common reading.

b) Dawson-Scully would like to see a better integration of the UHP and the upper-division honors

c) Chamely-Wiik announced that the creation of a UUPC subcommittee dedicated to Research and 
Inquiry Intensive Courses was approved by the UUPC.


d) It was suggested that the University Honors Coordinator meet with the UAS to present the various 

Honors programs.

The committee wanted to recognize the work and dedication of Dr. Strain and Kalies in this committee and we wish them a productive sabbatical.
