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Enhancing Our Student’s Global Knowledge Base

PROBLEM: Our students lack the knowledge to compete effectively in the global marketplace. There is a gap that exists between the school environment and the real world. We must find ways to fill that gap that will allow our students to be competitive in the marketplace. The lack of major industry in South Florida indicates that companies do not see the skill levels present.

SOLUTION:

The solution to this problem is multifold involving alliances between FAU and industry to effectively meet the new skill levels in the global environment. In fact, once we establish the Knowledge base for one discipline, it can be copied.

Since I am an IT person, I can best explain the IT knowledge base.

It consists of a knowledge data base which includes student generated articles on new IT technology and usage ( see ISM 4133 Discussion group), specific You Tube videos, talks from prominent experts in the field, talks from IT professionals, documents global real world cases, Global business customs and means of succeeding.

We have all the technology to have these knowledge data bases including the hardware, Blackboard, Elluminate, etc. We need to establish industry alliances and to have talks for experts (which can be in person, video conferencing or via the internet. For example, Thomas Freedman (The World is Flat), Bill Gates, Larry Ellison (Oracle), IBM, CISCO, etc

Obviously, this concept can be applied to Medicine, Nursing, Education, Science, Criminal Justice, etc
