COACH INFORMATION
RegistratioN / Impound
· Registration is on Sanson Patio from 7:00 – 8:00 am. 

· Division C Events begin at 8:00 am according to the schedule

· Division B Events begin at 9:00 am according to the schedule

· Impound for both B and C starts at 8:00 am. Devices will be impounded at the location of the event competition.  Any student on your team can impound a device. It does not have to be the student scheduled to compete in that event. However, if repairs or corrections need to be made, it would obviously be helpful if the students who actually built the device were there.
· Coffee and tea will be available on Sanson Patio beginning around 7:00 am
EVENTS:
· Each school must be present at the event during its assigned time and must be present at the beginning of the time period.  For example teams C1 through C8 must be at Forensics at 8:00 am.  Late entrants may not be allowed.  In an effort to remain consistent with other states and the national competition, the schedule was posted in advance in an effort to help you avoid scheduling conflicts when assigning your students to different events.  
· Schedules are provided for all team members in the coach’s bag.
Coach Role: Students will be in various rooms around campus. Feel free to move about the common areas, but please do not interfere with their activities or enter rooms when doors are closed.  If a judge believes a coach (or any person not on the team) has interfered or helped a student in any way, this will be ground for immediate disqualification of the entire team.
ARBITRATION: 

· Students must complete the arbitration process, not coaches or parents.

· The arbitration forms and instructions are attached and will be available at the Help Desk on Sanson Patio.

Home room: Each team will be assigned a “home room” where they can store personal items and relax in between events. There will be several teams assigned to each room, so these will not be secure locations for storage of valuable property. You can also set up a “camp” in any of the open areas across from Sanson Patio; just please avoid any areas where events are being held and please clean up your area before you leave for the day.
End of day and final results: 

· All events will conclude by 2:50 pm and the Awards Presentation will begin at approximately 4:00 – 4:30 pm on the steps of the Administration building, across the lawn from Sanson Patio.
· Please clean up your area prior to leaving. There will be several receptacles to place trash bags in.

Individual team results for each event will be available at the conclusion of the awards show. Team results will also be posted to the state’s website. Any concerns need to be addressed within 48 hours of the end of the tournament. Please note that results are not official until 48 hours after the conclusion of the event. After 48 hours, all results are final and any new concerns will not be considered beyond that time.
