1. Allstudents are required to complete at least 40 hours of college-level psychology coursework.

2. Uptoamaximum of 12 credits in Psychology may be transferred from another institution, with the department’s
approval.
A minimum of 20 credits in Psychology coursework must be completed at FAU.
A minimum of 31 semester hours must be taken in the upper division.

5. Upto 9 hours of lower-division Psychology coursework may be applied to the Psychology major upon approval of the

department.

6. Agrade of C- or better is needed in all courses for this major.
NOTE: Students are strongly encouraged to complete major and general requirements in as timely a manner as possible. If a
required course is left until the final semester, and the course is then either not offered or is closed, graduation will be
delayed.
