University Undergraduate Programs Committee (UUPC) Report of Action Items

Approved at the Meeting of February 17, 2012
1. Change in French, Italian, Linguistics and Spanish majors
The Department of Languages, Linguistics, and Comparative Literature is proposing lowering required  credits from 45 to 37 in its French, Italian, Linguistics and Spanish majors with the aims of aligning with peer institutions, making the structure of the majors parallel and improving graduation rates, as explained in the memo from Chair Michael Horswell below. The UUPC approved the changes. 

The purpose of this memo is to explain our proposed changes to the major requirements in LLCL. After conducting an exhaustive study of comparable majors at our peer institutions and other Florida universities, we decided to lower the required number of credits from 45 to 37 in each of our majors. The following points illustrate our rationale for the change:
1. This brings our majors in line with peer institution requirements, which range from 30 to 38 credits.

2. Taking into consideration that a student beginning the study of a language at the University must take 16 credits in prerequisites before even starting the major requirements, this change will make our degree more achievable in a four-year period. 

3. We expect this change to improve our graduation rate. The changes also streamline and make more flexible some of the requirements, using menus of options, rather requiring only one course, for example.

4. We hope this change will make a double major in languages or linguistics more achievable, especially for students whose first majors are in credit-heavy fields like International Business or the Sciences. We expect second majors in languages to be a growth area for our department. 

5. These changes also allow for students to finish their upper-division electives in other departments, where they might pursue minors or second majors, or minors in other programs in our own department.

6. The changes homogenize the department’s various degrees by making their structure and requirements similar, while respecting disciplinary differences.

The changes to the individual, French, Italian, Linguistics, and Spanish majors are shown below. 

Languages, Linguistics, and Comparative Literature
The Department of Languages, Linguistics, and Comparative Literature provides a broad liberal arts background with majors in French, Italian, Spanish, and Linguistics. The study of foreign languages and literatures and the development of skills in language use and linguistic analysis prepare students for professional careers in such fields as international law and business, foreign service and other transnational government agencies, teaching and a wide variety of positions in a multicultural, technological, global world.

Credits are generally distributed as follows (native and heritage speakers of the language should consult with the head of the major program or the chair of the department concerning substitutions). The department enforces a non-audit policy in its language courses.

2. Change in Bachelor of Arts with Major in Art History
The Department of Visual Arts and Art History is proposing adding to the Art History core a new 3-credit course, Art History Survey II, as well as replacing the formerly required Art Appreciation course with Art History Survey I, bringing required credits from 55 to 58. An explanatory memo can be found below. This program will still require 120 credits for graduation. The UUPC approved the changes. 

The proposed program changes to the B.A. in Art History program require that all students take 12 credits of the Art History Core Program Prerequisite, 4 credits in an upper-division studio art course, 32 credits in upper-division Art History course work including Art History Senior Seminar and 10 credit hours in college humanities for a total of 58 credit hours in major requirements. Transfer students from institutions with 3-credit art courses are likely to need more credits in visual art than the minimum described above. Transfer students should also note that at least 75 percent of all upper-division courses for the B.A. must be taken in the Department of Visual Arts and Art History at FAU. Transfer course work to be credited toward the degree must be evaluated by the department chair.

3. Changes to the Bachelor of Fine Arts in Graphic Design
In order to better reflect current best practices in the field, the Department of Visual Arts and Art History is proposing changes to its Bachelor of Fine Arts in Graphic Design that would raise total minimum credits from 68 to 74, raise required core credits from 24 to 26, increase required credits in graphic design courses from 16 to 24 and replace several existing courses with updated and new courses, among other changes. An explanatory memo can be found below. This program will still require 120 credits for graduation. The UUPC approved the changes. 
The Graphic Design Program provides students with the skills to pursue career opportunities in graphic design and visual communication. The overall goal of the program is to sharpen students’ abilities in visual problem solving and translating verbal concepts into visual images, image-making and graphic techniques that communicate intended messages, moods and concepts. Graphic design projects for both the digital environment and print include posters, brochures, corporate identity systems, trademarks, books, packaging, magazines and website design. Digital Technology has changed the practice of design and the role of designer dramatically over the past two decades. The Department of Visual Arts and Art History is proposing curriculum revisions to reflect current best practices in graphic design.

Courses cover all facets of the visual communication process, from thumbnail sketches to finished pieces. Students are given assignments much like those they would encounter in professional settings. The program is planned to help students balance studies in art history and studio art with studies in graphic design and computer graphics. Through each course in the program, students are encouraged to develop an appreciation of the various philosophical and ideological positions that could affect their design perspectives.

Program overview:

The B.F.A. Graphic Design program requires that all students complete 26 credits of the Art Core Program prerequisites, submit and pass a portfolio review and earn 48 credits in upper-division course work for a total of 74 credits in art, art history and design coursework. Transfer students from institutions with 3-credit art courses are likely to need more credits in visual art than the minimum described above. Transfer students should also note that at least 75 percent of all upper-division courses for the B.A. must be taken in the Department of Visual Arts and Art History at FAU. Transfer course work to be credited toward the degree must be evaluated by the department chair.

4. Changes to Bachelor of Arts with Major in Studio Art 
The Department of Visual Arts and Art History is proposing changes to the Studio Art B.A. program that include raising required core credits from 19 to 22 and total credits from 67 to 70. Added to the core would be a new 3-credit course, Art History Survey II, and the formerly required Art Appreciation course would be replaced by Art History Survey I, among other changes. An explanatory memo can be found below. This program will still require 120 credits for graduation. The UUPC approved the changes. 
The B.A. in Studio Art is designed for a general education in the visual arts with course work offered in Ceramics, Graphic Design, Painting, Photography, Printmaking and Sculpture. Students are given rigorous training in the foundations of art, as well as in ways to explore new and innovative questions, theories and ideas that drive art today. Students are encouraged to create individualized programs of study anchored by intermediate-level study in three studio areas. Majors are expected to explore the variety and breadth of contemporary art practice in order to develop their own understanding of directions in visual art and their own artistic practice. 

The proposed program changes to the B.A. in Studio Arts program require that all students take 22 credits in the Core Program Prerequisite, submit to a portfolio review and take 48 credits in upper division studio art and art history course work for a total number of credits required in Art and Art History of 70. Transfer students from institutions with 3-credit art courses are likely to need more credits in visual art than the minimum described above. Transfer students should also note that at least 75 percent of all upper-division courses for the B.A. must be taken in the Department of Visual Arts and Art History at FAU. Transfer course work to be credited toward the degree must be evaluated by the department chair.

5.           Revisions to Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice

To provide more structure, eliminate redundancies and increase academic rigor, the School of Criminology and Criminal Justice is proposing changes to its Criminal Justice bachelor’s that include raising core credits from 9 to 12 and offering a more targeted menu of electives, requiring 6 credits from a restricted list and 12 credits from a free-electives list rather than 21 credits from a free-electives list. RE: Request for Revised Curriculum Approval 

The School of Criminology and Criminal Justice is very excited to submit a revised curriculum for our Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice. The revised curriculum proposal is a result of much collaboration, feedback, planning and months of discussion among our faculty; and our CCJ faculty approved it unanimously at our October 14, 2011 meeting. 

The revised curriculum will: 

- Improve the structure and academic rigor of our bachelor's degree to better prepare our students for the complexities of today's workforce, and also to equip them for graduate studies should they choose to pursue an advanced degree. 

- Reduce redundancy across our course offerings by eliminating courses whose subject matter is covered in other classes, or that have been determined to be extraneous to the goals of our School's vision. 

- Remove variability in the quality of learning that a student experiences over the course of their tenure at FAU. Our goal is to ensure that students receive education in the most important discipline-specific concepts rather than simply a cursory overview of a hodgepodge of criminal justice topics. 

- Constrain the paths our students can take in terms of course offerings. This is not intended to lessen student choices of career possibilities, but rather to help them make informed decisions based on their career interests. Previously, our students took three core courses and then filled their remaining upper-level major requirements with 21 elective credits. In our revised program – which will be available to students in the fall of 2012 – students will take four core courses (12 credit hours), and then two of five restricted electives (6 credit hours), followed by four of sixteen free electives (for the final 12 credit hours). 
The revised curriculum does not require additional faculty resources or new course proposals. Please find attached our revised curriculum proposals for your decision.
