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1. Revisions to English minor

The Department of English has redesigned its Minor in English, streamlining the five existing Minor options into a single program. The amount of credits required, 15, remains the same, as shown in the rationale from Chair Andrew Furman below. The UUPC approved the revised program.

Minor in English (15 credits)

(replaces the five existing English minors)

Students majoring in any discipline other than English are eligible to minor in English. The minor encourages breadth of knowledge in literary studies and offers experience in critical analysis. 15 credits in English courses must be completed; 4 out of 5 of these classes must be taken at Florida Atlantic University and at least 4 out of the 5 classes must be taken in the English Department. If a course is taken outside of the English Department, it must be approved by the department and have a literary studies focus. English Education majors should note that no more than 1 course can count toward their major and English minor. Students interested in a minor in English should contact the Department of English (Shantelle Maxwell, Coordinator, Academic Programs 561-297-3800). Course requirements for the English minor:

1. ENG 3822 (Introduction to Literary Studies) or LIT 3213 (Literary Theory) - 3 credits

*ENG 3822 is recommended
2. One of the following 2000 level survey courses: AML 2010, AML 2020, ENL 2012, ENL 2022 - 3 credits 
3. One course from CATEGORY I [categories and courses listed in catalog] - 3 credits
4. Two Upper Division courses *excluding ENC 3213 - 6 credits
2. Revisions to Management Information Systems program
The Department of Information Technology and Operations Management is proposing changes to its Management Information Systems major that include adding a Social Media course and updating the name of a concentration, as explained below in the proposal from Chair Tamara Dinev. The UUPC approved the changes. 

The Department of Information Technology and Operations Management (ITOM) proposes the following change to the FAU University Catalog. This proposed change is to 1) clarify the language for the major courses in the program description, 2) reflect the Social Media and Web Technologies (ISM4044) added to the major courses section, and 3) keep the name of concentration (from Business Intelligence to Business Analytics) up to date with a current trend in both academia and practitioners. The language highlighted in yellow includes the proposed changes. The total number of credits remains the same.
