Instructional Method: In person. There is not remote option for this course.

DESCRIPCION DEL CURSO / COURSE DESCRIPTION
Introduces the genre of crime fiction in the Hispanic world through a series of theoretical articles

and films establishing a correlation between the genre’s development in the respective countries
and other literary manifestations worldwide.




Este curso se centra en el desarrollo del género policiaco a partir de su historia y los elementos
gue lo componen. Tomando en cuenta las bases del género, se analizardn diversos textos
narrativos y filmicos del mundo hispano integrados dentro de este género para ver como estas
obras rearticulan dichas bases en conexién con el contexto cultural de los diferentes paises.

OBJETIVOS DEL CURSO
1. Introducir el desarrollo del género policiaco a través de una serie de articulos criticos.
2. Leer y discutir las obras de algunos de los autores mas sobresalientes dentro de este
género en el mundo hispano.
3. Establecer una correlacion entre el desarrollo del género en los respectivos paises
teniendo en cuenta su contexto histérico social.
4. Desarrollar la capacidad de escritura reflexiva e investigacion bibliografica.

REQUISITOS DEL CURSO
PARTICIPACION Y ASISTENCIA: La asistencia a clase es obligatoria. Se requiere la participacién activa
del estudiante en clase asi como una preparacion continua de la materia a discutir.

REFLEXIONES CRITICAS: Habra dos reflexiones criticas en las que se establecera una relacion
significativa entre el articulo tedrico de Todorov y un texto literario. En estos ensayos, se
analizara algin/os aspecto/s del texto literario de acuerdo a los postulados tedricos de Todorov
y los de Mandel en relacién con un texto filmico.

PRESENTACIONES ORALES: Las presentaciones han de durar 15/20 minutos. Los estudiantes deben
hacer dos presentaciones a lo largo del semestre centradas en el material asignado para la clase
de dia. Abriran una sesidn de preguntas y estableceran una discusidén con el resto de la clase
sobre la obra en cuestion. Entregaran un esquema de su presentacién en el que también figuren
las preguntas que haran a la clase. Han de utilizar material ilustrativo y didactico para hacer la
exposicion agil e interesante.

TRABAJO FINAL ESCRITO: En este trabajo monografico, el estudiante debe mostrar una mirada
critica y una lectura detallada de una de las obras o temas vistos en el curso. Cada estudiante
debe presentar oralmente a la clase con una semana de antelacién a la entrega del trabajo, un
resumen de 150-200 palabras con buena parte de la bibliografia que vas a utilizar. El trabajo ha
de seguir un formato académico, para ello debe contener una tesis especifica, una
argumentacion, unas conclusiones y una bibliografia. Se escribira un trabajo de investigacion
cuya extension rondara las 8-10 paginas. Debe seguir el estilo y las convenciones del MLA. La
bibliografia secundaria es obligatoria. Dos buenas fuentes de consulta basica son:

-MLA International Bibliography. Acceso desde la web de la biblioteca de FAU.
-dialnet.unirioja.es. Considerado como uno de los mejores buscadores académicos en espanol.
Aunque ésta no es una clase de lengua, la correccidn de la ortografia, gramatica y expresion seran

un factor a tener en cuenta en la nota asignada.

**NOTA IMPORTANTE: El resumen y los trabajos finales deben ser entregados en la fecha
asignada. Se descontard un 3% de la nota del ensayo final por cada dia de retraso en la entrega
del trabajo.
