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Proposal to Change the Requirements for a Minor in History 

The following proposed change in requirements for a Minor in History were sent 
to the Department Faculty (tenured and tenure-track) for discussion and 
approval.  The changes were approved. 

OLD REQUIREMENTS 

HISTORY 
UNDERGRADUATE MINOR 

(Minimum of 18 credits required) 

Students majoring in any discipline other than History are eligible to complete 
a minor in History. This minor allows students to tailor their courses to a 
particular area of history or select a broad assortment of courses in different 
areas. The minor requires completion of 18 credits in history courses, at least 
15 of which must be at the upper division in at least two out of five 
geographical areas (U.S., Europe, Africa, Latin America, Non-Western). Of the 
18 credits, at least 15 must be taken at FAU. Students interested in the minor 
should contact the Department of History. 

NEW REQUIREMENTS 

HISTORY 
UNDERGRADUATE MINOR 

(Minimum of 15 credits required) 

Students majoring in any discipline other than History are eligible to complete 
a minor in History. This minor allows students to tailor their courses to a 
particular area of history or select a broad assortment of courses in different 
areas. The minor requires completion of 15 credits in history courses, at least 
12 of which must be at the upper division in at least two out of five 
geographical areas (U.S., Europe, Africa, Latin America, Non-Western). Of the 
15 credits, at least 12 must be taken at FAU. Students interested in the minor 
should contact the Department of History. Students completing the minor must
have a minimum overall FAU grade point average of 2.0 within the coursework required.
