To complete the undergraduate minor in Middle Eastern Studies, students are required to pass
(with a grade of “C” or better) four courses from the list of courses below (12-13 credits). The
four courses must come from at least two departments. At least nine credits must come from
upper-division courses. A maximum of one language course at the intermediate level (2000
level) or higher may be applied to the minor. At least 75% of the credits applied to the minor
must be earned at FAU. Students must earn a minimum GPA of 2.0 in the courses applied to the
minor.
