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	Description: This course in international reporting is designed to give students an in-depth look at the challenges and realities faced by foreign correspondents, journalists who cover international affairs, and reporters who focus on foreign policy or other issues of global interest. The course has several objectives: (1) To introduce students to some of the best contemporary reporting on international affairs; (2) to familiarize students with the evolution of Western reportage from war zones; (3) to enable students to acquire an understanding of how journalists working in the international arena operate, particularly in areas of conflict; (4) to provide opportunities for students to report and write stories focused on international affairs, foreign policy and immigration; (5) to make students conversant in key issues and controversies facing journalists working in the international arena.
