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The course explores questions in the philosophy of sexuality that include,
but are not limited to, the relation between sex and love, the question of
human agency and identity, and social policies regarding intimate
relations. Among the many timely issues addressed are questions
regarding the nature of censorhip, what constitutes pornography, and the
moral dimension of internet and other unconventional sexual relationship.
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
