Required Catalog Changes
The current and proposed catalogue presentations are shown below.
CURRENT:
Electronic Commerce Minor

The Electronic Commerce minor emphasizes an interdisciplinary business study of electronic commerce and the role of the Internet in business. The minor provides an opportunity for students to supplement their Business major program with a varied selection of electronic-business-related courses.

This minor is designed for Business majors requiring the Business core courses. Because part of the requirements include successful completion of the Business core, the minor is usually not practical for General Economics or Health Administration majors. 

Students seeking the Electronic Commerce minor are required to complete the following three courses with a grade of "C" or better.
