
University Undergraduate Programs Committee         Meeting Minutes – January 22, 2010

Jerry Haky called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m. 
I. 
Minutes and Announcements

1.
Minutes: The minutes of the December 4, 2009, meeting were reviewed and approved.


2.
Course Description Changes: Jerry Haky discussed an issue occurring with course description changes to PAD 3438, PAD 4702, and PAD 4704. The course descriptions are being completely rewritten, but the department is indicating the changes are not major and do not require UUPC approval. Haky explained the UUPC course change form does include the course description as an item that requires approval. He asked the CAUPA representative to advise the department and submit course change forms for these courses at a future UUPC meeting.

3.
Courses Shared Between Departments: Elissa Rudolph discussed a new course that is in the planning stages. It will be offered by Biological Sciences, and another course with the same title and requirements may be offered by Management Programs. Each department wants its own prefix. She brought it to the committee’s attention to stress that the Statewide Course Numbering System (SCNS) will not allow the same course to have two different prefixes and numbers. Haky agreed and said the issue is that departments sometimes feel they own certain prefixes, and courses with “their” prefixes cannot be taught elsewhere. Rudolph added that the SCNS does not determine a course’s prefix based on what department is teaching it. The prefix and number are determined solely on the course’s content. She asked representatives to share this with their colleges. 
II.
Old Business

1. The College of Architecture, Urban and Public Affairs rep. asked for the catalog
revisions for Criminal Justice to be tabled again because they were not signed off by the department chair.
2. Update on Revisions of FAU’s Honor Code, Grade Review Procedures, and

Course Syllabi: Undergraduate Studies Dean Ed Pratt informed the committee that the 

Course Syllabi Guidelines received endorsement from the Graduate Council. They go before the

United Faculty Senate (UFS) next. 

The Code of Academic Integrity changes also received endorsement by the Graduate Council. Dean Pratt will present these to the UFS as a package with the Grade Review Procedures once those are endorsed. The Grade Review changes are held up because they do not contain a mechanism for a grade to be changed by anyone but the instructor. Without this mechanism in 
place, the student does not have any recourse if the student has a case, but the instructor refuses to change the grade. Talks to include a provision for the Provost to be able to change a grade are currently taking place. This idea still requires UFS review and approval.

New Business University-Wide
1.
Informational Items:

Expansion of Honors Program: Dean Pratt informed UUPC members regarding

President Pritchett’s goal to expand the honors program on the Boca campus. The idea is to

expand the current University Scholars Program to include more course choices for students to

take during their first two years. Along with this, the program would require students to live on

campus during the first two years, students would be assigned to faculty mentors, and increased

academic activities would be provided for the students. Colleges would also be encouraged to

increase their Honors in Major offerings and create honors sections of some traditional courses.
Freshman Reading Program: Finding Mañana, the book by FAU graduate Mirta Ojito, will

be the Freshman Reading Program’s featured novel this fall.
Exams to be Admitted to Majors: Dean Pratt discussed a move that is currently in discussions
requiring students to take an exam before being fully admitted to a major. He said FIU has

this in place and some departments at FAU are looking into it. More is to come on this matter.
IV.
New Business from the Colleges


1.
 The College of Architecture, Urban and Public Affairs presented a new Certificate in Public Procurement. During spring 2000 through collaboration with the National Institute of Government Purchasing (NIGP), the School of Public Administration (SPA) established the Public Procurement Research Center (PPRC). To facilitate the development of this growing field, five undergraduate courses were developed and successfully approved through faculty governance. Now the SPA seeks approval for creation of the Certificate in Public Procurement.

The collaborative agreement between PPRC and NIGP is advantageous for FAU because it offers the University the opportunity to provide an educational experience to the public sector procurement community that would otherwise never contemplate FAU as a potential educational source. At the same time, the certification provides a means for national and international recruitment of individuals into the Bachelor of Public Management program. 

Certificate Description: Students who are currently working in purchasing, students interested in this substantive field, or others interested in learning about this critical function of government are encouraged to consider the Certificate in Public Procurement.  Completion of this program will provide students with the practical knowledge and advanced skills necessary for seeking careers in public procurement, will provide job advancement opportunities for those currently employed in the field, and will satisfy the educational requirements to sit for the Certified 
Professional Public Buyer (CPPB) or the Certified Public Purchasing Officer (CPPO) designation offered through the Universal Public Purchasing Certification Council.

Program Requirements: Upon successful completion of the five online courses identified below, the student will be awarded the Certificate in Public Procurement. Consistent with the School of Public Administration’s policy, students must earn a “C” grade in each of the five courses to successfully earn the certification.
Introduction to Public Sector Procurement (PAD 4852) 3 credits
Administrative Process and Ethics of Public Sector Procurement (PAD 4880) 3 credits
Public Sector Project Management Techniques (PAD 4881) 3 credits
Public Sector Contract Planning and Analysis (PAD 4853) 3 credits
Public Sector Contract Management (PAD 4854) 3 credits


UUPC approved the CAUPA certificate.
