University Undergraduate Programs Committee (UUPC)             Minutes – Nov. 4, 2011

Chair Jerry Haky called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.

I. Minutes and Announcements/Discussion
1. Minutes: The minutes of the Oct. 7, 2011 meeting were reviewed and approved after adding the

amendment that discussion over Honors Introductory Chemistry also centered on the UUPC’s role in overseeing such courses.

2. Announcements/Discussion
a. Chair Jerry Haky informed the committee that changes to the Management Information Systems major, previously approved by the UUPC at the Oct. 7 meeting, were withdrawn by the department from the University Faculty Senate agenda of Nov. 4 in order to revisit and potentially expand on the changes. Business Rep. Ethlyn Williams later confirmed.
b. Undergraduate Studies Dean Edward Pratt informed the committee of a case in which a student who graduated with a minor attempted to count the previously earned minor credits toward a second bachelor’s degree in the same field. The committee agreed that double counting is not permissible and decided that current catalog language on the topic is sufficient, leaving it up to individual departments to decide how students who have previously taken core courses can make up for the necessary credits (i.e., requiring additional electives).
c. Dean Pratt noted that, in addition to including on syllabi the correct link to the Code of Academic Integrity, faculty should be using the term “Code of Academic Integrity” as well, not “Honor Code.”
d. Dean Pratt clarified also that updates to a syllabus after the class has begun should only be minor – no major assignment additions or the like should be made. Changes to the schedule are permissible. In addition, every instructor must offer scheduled office hours – appointment only is not acceptable.
e. Assistant Registrar Maria Jennings encouraged committee members to submit paperwork for the December meeting as soon as possible in light of the Thanksgiving holiday. 
II. Old Business
1. Upon receiving the complete course syllabus for PAD 4393, Disaster and Emergency Management, the

UUPC approved the new course, removing the General Education designation inadvertently marked on the form. 
2. Upon receiving a revised syllabus denoting differences from the regular version of the course, and after
continued discussion over the UUPC’s purview when it comes to Honors College courses, the UUPC approved new course CHM 1025, Honors Introductory Chemistry. Honors College Rep. Michael Harrawood informed the committee that the College intends to include a Note of Honors Distinction on all syllabi, highlighting the unique elements of the Honors College teaching style and learning environment, though he maintained that he doesn’t believe courses should be called to question when it comes to why they are being taught by which college or department. Chair Haky reiterated that UUPC members should be able to ask about all courses and said the issue of the committee’s oversight role may merit further discussion in the future. 
3. The proposed minimum grade and prerequisite changes for Biology courses remain tabled,
             awaiting the UUPC’s requested revisions (divided elements) and an explanatory memo. 
III. New Business University-Wide

1. Based on a proposal from the Writing Across Curriculum (WAC) Committee, the UUPC discussed 
setting a deadline for the Honors College to convert Gordon Rule courses to WAC. Rep. Harrawood expressed his support for WAC conversions but said a deadline is not necessary, as there are not many courses left to convert. He noted also that 45 of the total 85 WAC courses are offered by the Honors College. The committee took this into account and decided to extend the WAC Committee’s proposed Jan. 10, 2012 deadline to Feb. 17, 2012, thereby offering an additional opportunity to submit paperwork to the UUPC at both its December and February meetings.
IV. New Business from the Colleges
1. College of Arts and Letters new courses and program /course changes 
Representative Ken Keaton informed the committee that the new Art History series will replace Art Appreciation now that there is a faculty member available to teach the courses. Digital Art is being introduced given technology’s increasing role in art and will replace a color theory course in the Bachelor of Fine Arts with Major in Studio Art, which is also being revised to bring core program prerequisites from 19 credits to 22 credits (bringing total program credits from 67 to 70). History of Photography is being revised to include a digital component. Rep. Keaton noted that Political Science attempted to receive input from Biology on the Global Environmental Politics and Policies course for about a month; Chair Haky said this implies consent on behalf of the department. Rep. Keaton said also that History approved the two POS courses after the syllabi were revised to ease duplication concerns, though concerns about non-permanent faculty teaching the courses remain, something Rep. Keaton said the department is prepared to handle. The Maya course is being updated due to an instructor change, and the Italian course due to the addition of a beginner’s course as a prerequisite.
