University Undergraduate Programs Committee (UUPC)             Minutes – November 30, 2012

Chair Jerry Haky called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

I. Minutes and Announcements/Discussion

1. Minutes: The minutes of the November 2, 2012 meeting were reviewed and approved.
2. Announcements/Discussion
a. Dean of Undergraduate Studies Edward Pratt asked that the committee review a draft policy that would require a minimum of 9 credits be unique to a student’s minor and not be used to satisfy major requirements. Right now, there is no official University policy regarding overlapping courses between a major and minor, he said, and students should not be able to get an ‘automatic’ minor simply by taking their major courses. He noted that the existing, approved College of Business 6-credit minimum would be grandfathered in, which Business Representative Ethlyn Williams confirmed was consistent. Dean Pratt noted that he has reached out to advisors, and Chair Haky encouraged UUPC members to consult faculty in their colleges before bringing the item to a vote.
b. Chair Haky informed the committee that Associate Provost for Assessment and Instruction Janet Cramer will be encouraging the Provost to allow the Intellectual Foundations Program Curriculum Committee to convene a parallel assessment committee with the same membership in order to move forward with the assessment process. The Provost previously vetoed the measure, concerned with the idea of coterminous committees, but Chair Haky said it’s difficult to find people to serve, and it’s important that the assessment process begin post haste.
c. Maria Jennings of the Registrar’s Office presented the Graduate Programs Committee’s new Program Change Request form. Chair Haky advised UUPC members to review it and consider whether the UUPC should also offer such a form but noted that the current procedure of including signature lines on curricular proposals in the form of memoranda is working well. 
d. Honors College Representative Michael Harrawood raised the question of whether Honors College courses should require Honors Council review and approval. He noted that that’s not currently the procedure and said the council has not yet taken an official position on the issue. Rep. Harrawood said his personal opinion is that sending Honors College courses for review, though it would create added work for the council, would also strengthen ties between the College and the University at large, fostering a sense of collegiality and a unified look when it comes to honors teaching. Chair Haky agreed, adding that the Honors College should not be treated differently than other colleges. Arts and Letters Substitute Representative Clifford Brown, attending in place of Linda Johnson, expressed that such review would be redundant and would add an unnecessary extra layer of bureaucracy, advocating for streamlined efficiency. He noted also that the Honors College is treated differently in that it is not required to consult other departments when proposing similar and potentially overlapping courses. Chair Haky called that a separate issue but said it could change as more Honors College courses are opened to other students. Several UUPC members weighed in during the lengthy discussion, and Rep. Harrawood said he’d report the remarks to the council.
e. Dean Pratt informed the committee that another Quality Enhancement Plan initiative is forthcoming, in which faculty is to discuss research in all classes during a two-week period in the spring.

1. Pending further review by Arts and Letters’ curriculum committee, the College asked that the items below, tabled at the Nov. 2, 2012 meeting of the UUPC, remain tabled.

III. New Business University-wide 

1. Concerned with the time and resources consumed by administering Student Perception of Teaching (SPOT) forms, the UUPC voted to request that the faculty Senate look into alternatives to the manner in which SPOT assessments are conducted and tallied.

IV. New Business from the Colleges

1. College of Business

Rep. Williams informed the committee that the Department of Information Technology and Operations Management (ITOM) and the Department of Marketing are proposing a 12-credit undergraduate minor in Digital Marketing, to be offered jointly by the departments. Of the 12 credits, 6 must be exclusive to the minor and only 3 could count toward the student’s major. Implementation of the minor would not require creating new courses. The proposed minor is intended to be available to all FAU degree-seeking students and is designed to offer a structured way to gain knowledge in this growing field. The UUPC approved the proposal.

2. College for Design and Social Inquiry
Representative Ellen Ryan explained that the course below has been taught in the past and will not require additional resources. Though Rep. Brown noted that Historic Preservation is taught in three colleges, an issue that he said has gone undiscussed, he confirmed that Arts and Letters has no objection to this new course.
