b. The UUPC voted to continue holding its monthly meetings on the same day as the UFS meetings (calendar above). Chair Haky noted that any items in need of final approval before the summer should be submitted to the UUPC’s March meeting, as April meeting materials are not considered by the UFS until its first meeting in the fall.

c. Undergraduate Studies Dean Ed Pratt informed the committee that, per the state, the University is no longer permitted to limit the number of credits accepted for military veterans, and FAU’s policy of accepting a maximum of 10 credits is being removed. The University may still decline to accept individual courses that don’t apply to an academic degree, but there is no longer a limit on the amount of total credits that may be accepted.
II. old business

a. A proposal to prohibit students from taking APK 4110, Exercise Physiology, more than twice remains tabled, with no updates after committee members raised concerns in March.
III. New Business from the Colleges

1. Dorothy F. Schmidt College of Arts and Letters
Representative Linda Johnson explained that, in line with the Provost’s request to review limited access programs and submit formal state paperwork, the School of Communication and Multimedia Studies is proposing removing limited access stipulations from admission requirements for its Communication Studies and Multimedia Studies – Film, Video and New Media programs, moving the minimum GPA from a 2.5 to a 2.0. The Multimedia Studies – Multimedia Journalism sequence is to remain limited access due to the required spelling, punctuation and grammar test. However, that GPA entrance requirement will also move from a 2.5 to a 2.0. The B.F.A. in Theatre performance track is to remain limited access in that it requires an audition, and the B.F.A. tracks in Studio Arts and Graphic Design are to remain limited access in that they require portfolio review. The UUPC approved the requests.

Rep. Johnson noted that creating FIL 3836 as a new elective will not affect faculty workloads, as elective offerings rotate each term, and that the TPA changes entail simplifying course titles.
