Chair Jerry Haky called the meeting to order at 9:59 a.m.
I. Minutes and Announcements/Discussion
1. minutes: The minutes of the October 4, 2013 meeting were reviewed and approved. 
2. announcements/discussion

a. New UUPC Representatives
Chair Jerry Haky welcomed Dan Meeroff, the new Engineering and Computer Science UUPC representative, and Beth King, the new College of Nursing representative.

b. General Physics/Engineering Physics Common Core 
Chair Haky informed the committee that the University Faculty Senate did not approve the state-mandated General Education restructuring and Common Core courses that the UUPC sent to Steering in September with a recommendation not to approve. However, the deadline to make a final decision and inform the Board of Governors (November 1) has arrived and Chair Haky stated the Provost will inform the Board that FAU will abide by the new Common Core. The Common Core is still two years out before implementation so Engineering and Physics have time to find a resolution to the Common Core’s General Physics 1 issues. Chair Haky mentioned a resolution is necessary since the Common Core’s no substitution policy will affect Engineering students as discussed at the last two UUPC meetings.
c. Approval of Honors Courses
Registrar’s Office Representative Maria Jennings requested that the committee restate its policy for the creation of honors courses. She indicated that with the growth of Honors in the Major programs, departments are asking the Scheduling Office to add honors sections of their existing regular courses or trying to use Honors College courses as their own without going through faculty governance. She asked the committee if these courses should follow the same steps as new honors courses. That is, receive University Honors Council (UHC) approval, followed by UUPC approval. 

Dean Edward Pratt, Undergraduate Studies, commented that perhaps exceptions could be made to allow departments to create honors versions of existing courses while they are in the process of creating their specific honors courses. Rep. Jennings responded that the Statewide Course Numbering System (SCNS) needs a record of every course FAU offers, whether honors version or regular. These exceptions would not be listed with the SCNS and would be an issue. After more discussion and general consensus from the group, Chair Haky reiterated the UUPC’s policy that any new honors course or honors versions of existing courses need UHC approval, followed by UUPC approval, no exceptions.
d. No January 2014 UUPC Meeting

Chair Haky informed the committee that there will not be a January 2014 UUPC meeting. The next meeting after December will be held on February 14, 2014. If anything is required to be discussed or approved, he reminded the group to bring those matters to the December 6 UUPC meeting.

II. old business

1. Civil and Geomatics Engineering curricular changes
a. Geomatics Engineering Changes

Rep. Meeroff presented the proposed Geomatics catalog changes, which include an update to the program description, some degree requirements and the program’s student outcomes. Representative Clifford Brown, AL, asked the committee if these changes require UUPC approval even though they are simply updates to the catalog and not proposing anything new. Dean Pratt commented that the outcomes do not need to come through the UUPC, but Chair Haky indicated any changes to degree requirements must be vetted by the UUPC. The UUPC approved the changes.
b. Civil Engineering Changes
Rep. Meeroff also presented the proposed changes for Civil Engineering. These are mainly objective and outcome changes and updating Intellectual Foundations courses. The UUPC approved the changes.

III. New Business from the colleges
1. Dorothy F. Schmidt College of Arts and Letters
a. Music – New Courses
Laura Joella from the Department of Music informed the group that the new courses being proposed (see below) will provide additional options for students without adding credit hours to the Music programs. Music will soon propose some changes to its vocal performance program. Two of the courses below, MUS 2262 and MVV 2601, are being submitted now in preparation for those future changes. Chair Haky asked if the department has the resources to teach these classes. Professor Joella reassured the committee there is no need to add new faculty members to teach the courses. UUPC approved the new proposals.
b. Music – Course Changes
Professor Joella also explained the proposed changes of corequisites and prerequisites to three different courses (see links below). She mentioned that the rotation of courses in some programs has changed. The department is cleaning up prerequisites and corequisites for courses in the new rotation, allowing students more flexibility. Rep. Meeroff, EG, raised a question about prerequisite and corequisite changes. He asked if they have to be specified separately. Rep. Jennings, RO, confirmed that any changes made to both categories need to be specified on the course form. She added that if a course is going to be a prerequisite and corequisite, the course should appear in both spots on the course form. Rep. Brown, AL, also reminded the committee that any changes made to the course description on the form have to match the course description in the syllabus to avoid any discrepancy. UUPC approved the course changes.

2. college of Business

a. Removal of ENC 3213 Requirement
Representative Ethlyn Williams presented the proposed removal of ENC 3213 as a requirement for the Business Undergraduate Degree and General Business Undergraduate Major. ENC 3213 belongs to the English Department, but is listed as a writing choice for Business majors. However, English has informed the College of Business it is no longer able to accommodate Business students due to dwindling resources. Rep. Williams explained that Business would like to revise the catalog effective spring 2014, to remove ENC 3213 as a choice for Business majors and have only GEB 3213 available to Business majors. 
Chair Haky asked Rep. Williams for the written request from the English Department indicating that it is no longer able to accommodate Business majors in ENC 3213. Williams confirmed that she has an email approval that is attached to the proposal. Rep. Brown, AL, added that he spoke directly to the chair of the English Department, and he confirmed that English has no objection to this change.

Rep. Jennings voiced concern that if a restriction is not placed on ENC 3213, Business students will still be able to take it even if the catalog no longer lists it as an approved course for Business majors. She indicated that English should place a Banner restriction on the course, excluding Business majors from registering for it. Dean Pratt also raised a concerned that Business students should not be penalized for taking ENC 3213 after this semester as it takes time to spread the news that this course will no longer be valid for Business majors. Chair Haky advised Rep. Williams to notify students via email, hold off on the removal for one more semester considering the unaware students and make the removal effective in summer 2014 instead. He also asked the Registrar’s Office to add a note in the catalog stating that pending University approval, this course will no longer be valid for Business majors. This way students start seeing the requirement change. 
UUPC approved the proposed course removal.

a. Course Change for EDF 3610

The course content is also changing to accommodate the University’s push for more undergraduate research courses. UUPC approved the course change.
