2. College of Engineering and Computer Science
Before presenting the B.S. program changes, EG Rep Dan Meeroff asked if the Request to Change Deadline for Last Day to Withdraw, tabled last month, was going to be on the UFS agenda today. Dr. Ken Dawson-Scully, Chair of the Graduate Programs Council, said his committee needed to discuss the proposal; it will be on the agenda for its next meeting, March 28. There being little feedback on this proposal from the colleges, Chair Haky recommended that representatives discuss it with their colleges. The proposal remains tabled, but Chair Haky stated that the UUPC will vote on it at the next meeting. 

EG Rep Meeroff then presented the revised materials involved in changing the B.S. in Geomatics Engineering to a B.S. in Engineering Technology, which had been tabled at the January 29, 2018 meeting because the program’s curriculum had not been finalized. EG Rep Meeroff explained that more electives were added as well as a recommendation for two IFP courses in the Mathematics and Quantitative Reasoning area (MAC 2311 & STA 2023) that would give students a stronger foundation in math. Eight course changes involving titles, descriptions, and prerequisites related to the B.S. program change were also presented. After a short discussion, the UUPC approved the B.S. program change and the course changes.

III.	NEW BUSINESS FROM THE COLLEGES
1. College of Science
A new Jupiter-specific honors program, titled the FAU Max Planck Honors Program (MPHP), was presented by Michelle Cavallo, Director of Academic Services for Biology in the College of Science. This program is for high-achieving juniors and seniors who will be taught by FAU faculty members as well as several Max Planck faculty, who are accredited by FAU’s accrediting body, SACS. Fifteen new courses, most at one credit, are considered electives for College of Science students majoring in Biology, Neuroscience and Behavior, and Psychology and Honors College students pursuing concentrations in Biology, Biological Chemistry, Neuroscience and Psychology. The UHC as well as other entities have given their approval and/or support for the MPHP. The UUPC also approved this new program and the new courses.

Shortly after this UUPC meeting, the UHC recommended that all the Max Planck program courses include “Honors” in the titles. This was accepted by Science, the Honors College and UUPC.

2. College for Design and Social Inquiry
Architecture Associate Director Francis Lyn explained the change in ARC 2580. A math course (MAC 2311) is to be eliminated from the prerequisites. The UUPC approved the change. 

Dr. Louis Merlin discussed changes in the Urban and Regional Planning (BURP), the Urban Design (BUD), and the Honors versions of those programs as well as an associated new course on GIS and Advanced Visual Planning Technologies. He explained that the BUD and BURP programs are almost indistinguishable. The focus of the changes is to give the BUD program a truer Urban Design slant. This requires a few changes to BUD courses as detailed below.

During the discussion, EG Rep Meeroff asked if the Geosciences department in the College of Science was consulted about the new course because it covers GIS. This had been overlooked, so the BUD/BURP program changes and the new associated GIS course were tabled until the Geosciences Department provides a support letter. The tabled items will appear on the UUPC agenda for the April 2, 2018 meeting. The UUPC approved the other new courses and changed courses from Urban and Regional Planning.

3. College of Arts and Letters
Certificate
AL Rep Harvey spoke about the change in the Peace, Justice and Human Rights certificate program. He said the change entailed removing several courses from the lists of Core, Elective and Context courses. There would still be a sufficient number of courses from which students could choose the credits needed to complete the requirements. The UUPC approved the change in the certificate program.

Visual Arts and Art History
Three Art courses and three Music courses were presented by Dr. Brian McConnell of the Visual Arts and Art History dept. A research-intensive component is being added to all three Art courses and one Music course. One committee member asked if “RI” meant thesis; it was explained that RI could mean students are doing research, working toward their thesis or organizing their oral presentation. The UUPC approved the course changes as presented by Dr. McConnell. 

English
AL Rep Harvey next discussed a change in the English B.A. program. The change involves adding “Honors Seminar” (ENG 4932) to a category of potential Honors courses in the English major checklist. The UUPC approved this change and the title change for LIT 4434. 

Civic Literacy
There was a discussion about two courses (tabled at the January 29 meeting) that were to have Civic Literacy verbiage added to the course syllabi. A brief statement has been added to AMH 2020 and POS 2041, but not the full text of the four competencies listed in the original Civic Literacy proposal. AL Rep Harvey offered to have the syllabi revised for the next meeting. The UUPC voted to table the two courses again.

Philosophy, Political Science, Sociology
After a brief explanation, AL Rep Harvey asked the committee to approve the remaining new courses, course changes and the Philosophy program change. The UUPC approved those items.
