The meeting was called to order at 10:01 a.m. by Chair Jerry Haky.

I. MINUTES AND ANNOUNCEMENTS/DISCUSSION
The minutes from the November 13, 2017, meeting were discussed, and the UUPC approved the minutes as written.

Chair Haky announced that the meeting’s order of business would be the College of Science items tabled at the previous meeting first, then new College of Science business. The next items would be those discussed by guests, after which the committee would return to the regular agenda. 

II.	OLD BUSINESS	
1. College of Science – Tabled Items
Michelle Cavallo and Randy Brooks spoke about the changes to the B.S. and B.A. programs in Biological Sciences. The curriculum has been updated to incorporate new courses and adjusted to reflect the different requirements for the two majors. The core has been changed to require students to select four instead of three courses from an expanded list, which now includes several physiology courses. Elective totals have been decreased to accommodate the new core requirement, but a number of newly established Biology elective courses have been added to the list to increase flexibility for students. A discussion led by Undergraduate Studies Dean Ed Pratt centered on the necessity (or not) of including a reference to Co-Op credits in the Biological Sciences proposal (#9 in the list of changes). Dean Pratt offered a friendly amendment to delete #9 from the list since students are now pursuing internships and not Co-Ops. The amendment was accepted by the Biological Sciences representatives. An updated proposal will come later from the department. Dean Pratt also mentioned that there seemed to be many notes for students to understand in connection with the B.A. and B.S. requirements. Ms. Cavallo stated that students have access to many places where they can obtain advice and guidance; Dr. Brooks reiterated that in the Biological Sciences department there are knowledgeable advisors to assist students. The department’s website is also updated on a regular basis. EG Rep Dan Meeroff suggested adding a link to the flight plans to further guide students. This idea was welcomed by the Biological Sciences representatives. The UUPC approved the Biological Sciences proposal to revamp requirements for the B.A. and B.S. majors and the new courses and course changes that accompany the main proposal. 

	The next discussion covered a change to the minimum grade requirement in the B.A. and B.S. majors in Psychology, the associated minor and the certificate in Applied Mental Health Services. The revised text now shows that a “C-“ or better is required in all psychology and cognate courses; however students must maintain a “C” average in departmental major courses. A discussion on “D-,“ “C-“ and “C” grades ensued with Dr. Brooks explaining that students typically take lecture-type courses, not the associated labs because the lab prerequisite is a “C” currently. By changing to a “C-,“ more students will take the labs and gain full understanding of the course material. The UUPC approved this change in the minimum grade requirement.




The Committee then considered a revision of the requirements in the joint Biology/Psychology B. S. degree program in Neuroscience and Behavior. There is a desire to open the program to more students interested in behavioral neuroscience and neurobiology. To that end, the list of core requirements for the program has been reworked and the list of electives has been expanded to include more neuroscience and behavior research projects. The UUPC approved this revisions in Neuroscience and Behavior.

III.	NEW BUSINESS FROM THE COLLEGES
1. College of Science
	In the Honors in the Major program in Biological Sciences, a second pathway to Honors was proposed, along with a title change. Currently students must complete a thesis in addition to other requirements to qualify for Honors. The new proposal offers another option, the Research option, in which students have their research ideas approved by the Office of Undergraduate Research and Inquiry (OURI) or other granting agency and complete a poster session at a conference. Once the new option is included, the title for the current program where students complete a thesis will be changed to “Research Thesis.” The new option in the Honors in the Major program and title change were approved by the UUPC.

	Tracy Baker, OURI, discussed the two STA courses that will now have a research-intensive component added to the current course material. Both courses will be research intensive permanently. A new PSB course was also proposed. The UUPC approved the course changes and the new course.

Philosophy

Dr. Banchetti described catalog revisions that are necessary to reflect how the major and minor in Philosophy are taught currently. Dr. Banchetti presented a new course and a course title change also. The title change better describes the course content and eliminates any confusion with other FAU courses with “Ethics” in their titles. In addition, the Department created a new STEM minor in Philosophy, available to all students regardless of major. The minor focuses on the ethical, epistemological and foundational issues in the natural, cognitive, social sciences and health professions. The UUPC approved the Philosophy-related business items.

After a friendly amendment to delete the specific location and phone details, the UUPC recommended the addition of this statement to all course syllabi.
Languages, Linguistics and Comparative Literature
Next, the UUPC took up the catalog revisions and B.A. program revisions and terminations in Languages, Linguistics and Comparative Literature (LLCL). Guest Myriam Ruthenberg began by referring to the changes in the M.A. in LLCL that were accomplished last year. She said that now the B.A. program needs similar revisions. Dr. Ruthenberg discussed the termination of three distinct majors – French, Linguistics and Spanish – and the revamped B.A. in LLCL with four concentrations: French, Italian, Linguistics and Spanish. These changes streamline the department’s offerings and are now in line with the M.A. in LLCL. Dr. Ruthenberg also presented a change in the Italian minor. The UUPC approved the B.A. in LLCL revisions, the three major terminations and the revised Italian minor.
